Ottawa, Oct. 7.—The exact meaning 
of ,, the wheat provision of the new 
United* States tariff hae been mis­
understood. An examination of the were 
new provision shows that the general 
Impression that Canadian wheat can 
secure free entry to the United States 
if Canada places wheat on the tree 
List is erroneous. Wheat, flour and 
semtoota must all be placed on the 
Canadian free list before wheat, wheat 
flour and products or any of them can 
be admitted free to the United States.
The question therefore arises of plac­
ing, not only wheat, but flour on the 
free list The Interval between, the 
pa wage of the American- tariff and the 
assembling of parliament here will 
provide en opportunity for consider­
ing the whole question and ascertain­
ing the effect of the American changes 
upon trade.

A further misconception is disclos­
ed In the suggestion- that the wheat 
duty be removed. By section 92 of 
the consolidated revenue and audit 
act the governor-in-council may re­
mit any duty or toll, and such remis­
sion may be total or partial. Under 
the act the duty la collected and then 
remitted, but no change can be made 
under it i«n the tariff so as to comply 
with the requirements of the counter­
vailing clauses of the new American 
tariff.

The only power vested in the 
governor-in-council of placing goods 
on the free list is under the customs 
act, and this power Is strictly limited 
to articles used as materials tn Cana­
dian manufactures.

Greeted With Cheer».
An hour or so before the game be­

gan, the little gate in the centre fleld 
fence opened and the Giants and Ath­
letics trooped forth to the accompani­
ment of a burst of cheering that echo­
ed back from Coogan’s Bluff and could 
be heard for blocks away.

There was little ceremony in the 
entrance of the actors of the day and 
soon the Athletics were in the midst 
of batting practice. Photographers 
scurried about the fleld like flocks of 
black birds, “snapping” players singly 
and In groups. In the upper stands 
the holders of the $3 reserve coupons 
filed In gradually and filled the entire 
horseshoe of 8,000 seats while flags 
and pennants flapped in the northeast 
breeze and a leaden gray sky enclosed 
the park and its waiting thousands.

In marked contrast to the scenes of 
previous years, the great gathering 
was noticeably undemonstrative. There 
was little or no throwing of paper 
balls or snqwstorms made by tearing 
newspapers in small pieces and scat­
tering them on the crowds below. The 
Athletics appeared to have almost as 
many supporters present as the Gi­
ants and their appearance and every 
succeeding brilliant play elicited as 
much applause as did those of the 
home team.

Ottawa, Oct. 7.—An act to regulate 

-the manufacture and handling or ex­
plosives will be presented by the gov­
ernment at the next session. When a 
somewhat similar measure was up a 
few sessions ago provincial rights and 
other objections were urged and the 
bill, finally was held over. Heretoforë 
there has been no federal law on the 
subject but simply provincial regula­
tions. The new act will define at 
length the different varieties of explo­
sives whose possession will be pro­
hibited unless it Is an authorized ex 
plosive tested by the department. 
Licensing of factories and magazines 
will be in the hands of the Minister of 
Mines.

Provision also will be made for a 
chief inspector of explosives and sev* 
enal deputies and testing stations will 
be established in different parts ot 
the country as well as at central labor­
atory at Ottawa. The general design 
of the act is to decrease the liability 
of accidents from explosives as Can­
ada stands very high in the fatalities 
resulting from that cause.
