Guyaboro Liberal Asks Question—Several Other Grit Mem­
bers Interrogate Government on Various Subjects in 
Attempt to Make Political Capital

Ottawa, Feb. 5—The question as to 
whether the Canadian naval vessel 
Rainbow hadt In October 1916, sunk a 
German steamer off Bahia, Salians, 
Coeta Rica, was asked during the 
question hour in the commons today 
by Mr. Sinclair, Liberal, of Guysboro, 
Mr. Sinclair glso Inquiring as to othrr 
sinkings by the Rainbow last year. 
The minister of marine, however, de­
clined to answer on the ground that 
this was not Information it would be 
wise to publish.

Hon. A. E. Kemp told Mr. Sinclair 
that the Canadian government had re­
ceived the report of the Roes rifle 
referred to In the British House of 
Commons on July 8. 1915, on July 19 
and that no Immediate action was 
taken regarding it for the reason that 
action had previously been taken in 
the direction of enlarging the chamber 
of the rifle. Neither the Canadian 
nor war office contracts with the Ross 
Rifle Company had been cancelled, 
tho contract with the company con­
taining no proviso for cancellation.

Election Ballots.
Sir Robert Borden told Mr. Kay 

that the ballots sent to England for 
taking the soldiers’ votes were held 
ready there. In accordance with the 
act, for a general election whenever 
held.

Mr. Hughes of Kings, P. E. I., was 
informed that the people of Canada 
had subscribed $1,271.267 for ma­
chine guns; that $3,627,894 had been 
expended by the Dominion govern­
ment for the same purpose since the 
beginning of the war and that the 
money contributed would be placed 
to this account and used for no other 
purpose.

Hon. Robert Rogers told Mr. F. F. 
Pardee that up to December 31 last 
$46,164 had been spent by the Geor­
gian Bay Oanal Commission, bom- 
posed of W. Sanford Evans, F. S. 
Mclghen and Edouard Gohler.

Horse Purchases.
Sir Robert Borden told Mr. Duncan 

Ross that Sir Charles Gunning who 
had charge of British horse purchases 
In Canada was not purchasing equlnes 
here at present owing to climatic 
conditions but was purchasing 1,900 
per week in the United States. Pur­
chases In Canada would recommence 
In the spring. He had called the at­
tention of the British government 
and would again do eo, to the fact 
that the Canadian farmers had a 
large surplus of horses for sale.

Sir George Foster toldi Mr. A. K. 
MacLean that $259,619 had been paid 
in subsidies in 1916 to the Canadian 
Pacific Ocean Services Limited for 
the transatlantic mall service, and 
that $2,645 had been paid to the White 
Star-Dominion line for one half trip.

Manufacture of Liquor.
Sir Robert Borden told Mr. Sinclair 

that the question of introducing legis­
lation prohibiting the manufacture 
and sale of intoxicating liquors in 
Canada was “being considered" by 
the government. Any announcement 
on the subject would be made ‘in due 
course."

Sir Robert Borden told Hon. Dr. 
Pugsley that he had not yet had time 
to inquire whether Major Tilley, the 
national service director for New 
Brunswick, was contravening the New 
Brunswick act with regard to receiv­
es an emolument under the crown 
when he continued to act both as a 
member of the New Brunswick Legis­
lature end draw a salary of $260 per 
month as national service director. 
Sir Robert said he would look Into 
the matter and report.

Irleh Rangers.
iMr. E. M. MacDonald asked for in­

formation as to whether the Irish 
Rangers of Montreal would go to the 
front as a battalion, instead of being 
broken up as recently ordered; also 
as to the reason for tho breaking up 
of the Nova Scotia Highland Brigade, 
which was recruited on the under­
standing, that its entity would be pre­
served overseas.

The Minister of Militia said that 
the Irish Rangers would go to the 
front as a complete unit of the fifth 
division. As to the Nova Scotia High- 
huffi Brigade he would consult Mr.' 
McCurdy, parliamentary secretary for 
the militia department who had just 
returned from England.

"Does the minister mean to say 
that there are things going on in con­
nection with the Canadian forces in 
England which he knows nothing 
about?" queried Mr. MacDonald. No 
response was elicited'.

The opposition party have posters 
up calling for a convention on Thurs­
day at Riverside for the purpose of 
nominating candidates for the forth­
coming fight. While it Is not definite­
ly known who the candidates will be 
the general impression is that Hon. 
C. W. Robinson will be one and eith­
er S. S. Ryan or W. J. Carnwath his 
running mate.

Hon. Mr. Robinson is the present 
nominee of the opposition in Moncton 
City, but the possibility of Dr. O. B. 
Price, M. L. A., again offering as a 
candidate for the government party is 
not very encouraging to the ex-pre­
mier. However, his candidature would 
arouse very little enthusiasm here. 
Hon. Mr. Robinson periodically retires 
from politic* and then yields to the 
persuasions of Carter and Veniot, the 
official assignees of the opposition 
party, and bobs up serenely again.

Edmundston, Feb. 6-—Madawaska

Ottawa. Feb. 5, (Leased Wire.) —

Sir Robert 
Borden stated that legislation respect­
ing the settlement of discharged sol­
diers on the land would be brought 
before parliament this session; that a 
bill modeled on a British act to gov- 
ern the raising of funds for the bene­
fit of returned men was under con­
sideration and that a pensions bill 
would be brought down tills session 
and referred to a committee.

minions. Mr. J. Bruce Walker of Win­
nipeg, who had long been an official 
of the Immigration department, had 
been appointed to represent Canada 
on that body.

He has had a splendid record for 
coolness, courage and military effici­
ency at the front, where he has been 
for the past two years."

EIGHTH PUT 
ONE OVER ON

Mr. F. F. Pardee of Wes! Lamb- 
ton moved the adjournment of the 
house in order to discuss a matter 
of urgent public importance, namely, 
the proper treatment, care and provi­
sion for the employment of returned 
soldiers and the desirability of ap­
pointing a parliamentary committee 
to consider these questions during the 
approaching recess. Mr. Pardee said 
that a resort to charity on behalf of 
the men who had served their coun- 
iry would be degrading to the men 
themselves and to Canada. Every 
man In the Dominion should be made 
io contribute for the care of the re­
turned soldiers. The government, 
moreover, should create a central or­
ganization which should see that every 
discharged soldier was assisted in the 
manner most appropriate to his cir­
cumstances.

Sir Robert Borden replied that there 
was not the slightest objection to the 
appointment of a committee of the 
house such as Mr. Pardee suggested.

Ottawa, Feb. 5.—Another attempt of 

the Laurierites to make partisan capi­
tal out of the Ross rifle reacted with 
telling effect upon the opposition in 
parliament tonight. In a speech of 
great power and eloquence Hon. Ar­
thur Melghen placed responsibility for 
the Ross rifle and all its consequences 
squarely upon the shoulders of the 
Liberal party. The sol Id tor-gen oral 
was able to show from official records 
that the Roes rifle was foisted upon 
Canada by the Laurier government 
with a contract that bound the Domin­
ion to its exclusive purchase and use.

The contract contained the amazing 
provision that in case of wat. actual 
or threatened, or a national emergen­
cy, the Dominion was unable to lift 
a hand to purchase rifles from aa# 
source whatever unless and until the 
Row rifle company was given thirty 
days to make up Its mind as to wheth­
er or not it could turn out all the rifles^ 
required.

London, Feb. 6—General im­
pressions which prevailed In 
newspaper circles today were 
reflected in the afternoon pap­
ers that Germany is attempt­
ing to prevent actual hostili­
ties with the United States by 
overtures for a compromise on 
her war zone policy. The only 
discoverable ground for such 
impressions waa the news that 
Germany has offered Holland 
and the Scandinavian coun­
tries some "concessions" for 
steamers taking to Germany 
food supplies and malls.

The greatest Interest centres 
In the reply of the smaller neu­
trals to President Wilson’s sug­
gestion that they follow the 
American policy. There is no 
indication in the messages 
from the Scandinavian coun­
tries and Holland, however, 
that they propose to go to the 
length of a rupture.
