Montreal, July 27—(Special)—The Star’s
London correspondent cables: .

“The statement cabled from Canada that
the Canadian government intends to gramt
$100,000 as a subsidy to the Montreal-Bor-
deaux steamship line is disbelieved in
Liverpool. It is understood that the gov-
ernment offer was $25,000 annually for a
fortnightly service. Leading shipowners
say a ten day eervice would be of no
matenial advantage to Canada., The pro-
posal will be strongly opposed by the
Qanadian Pacific and Allan companies.

Seven of Crew of New Bedford Brig Dead
and Ten Others Are Down with Dread
Beri-Beri.

New Bedford, July 26—With seven men
dead and ten more of her crew nearly sg,
the whaling brig Leonora, of this port,
Capt. W. B. Ellis, put into St. Helena
yesterday from a cruise to the coast of
Patagonia, after right whales. A cable has
just been received here anmouncing the
fact, also stating that the Lenora had
taken two right whales.

The Lenora sailed from New Bedford
last December, having been fitted for a
cruise after right whales, the high price
of whalebone on -acdount of the small
Arctic - catch, being the incentive: No
word had been received from Captain.
Ellis, and it was supposed that he wae
making a good cut of oil and bone. Now
comes word that some of his men have
died of beri-beri, that dread disease which
often visits ships on the South American
coast., .

The absence of the mames of the dead
and those down with the disease has
caused considerable worry at this port,
the Leonora having sailed with a crew
of thirty, mostly New Bedford 1fen. Cap-
tain Allen, the Leonora’s agent, has cabled
for particulars. The Leonora will undoubt-
edly have to go to the coast of Africa or
to the Cape Verde Islands to get a crew
to enable her to coal.nue whaling.

Hard luck pursues Captain Ellis. On hig
last voyage his vessel was visited by small-
pox, and many of his crew died, one of
them being Mate J. B. Tobey.

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MANUFACTURER'S

VIEW: OF THE CANADIAN MARKET.

The Preference Has Led to More Competition Than Formerly
Existed, and Enables Them to Sell Goods in the Dominion
That Wera Shut Out Befora.

Special Correspondence of The St. John
Telegraph and Montreal Herald).

Leeds, July 9—Here Canada is in evid-
ence, and it is not hard to come upon peo-
ple who know at first hand the bearings
of ‘the Canadian . tariff. There are some
Canadian buyens of woollens here in Leeds
today, and there are local merchamts who

have just got back from Canada. .nzse
latter geéntlemen are under no misappre-
hersion about the state of Canadian' opin-
ion. 'Whatever Mr. Chamberiain or any-
one elpe may promise, they do not be-
jieve that the Canadian tariff on their
goods will be lowered.

With one who returned only last week
I had quité a long conversation. He re-
marked that, whatever might account for
it, Canada had certainly been purchasing
immense quantities of goods this past two
years, and, moreover, thé buyers had been
getting rid of the goods and fresh orders
wére in. He was rather di
to think, however, that Canadian mills
might be feeling the effects of this, as it
eeemed to him the Canadian houses bought
nothing at home umtil, they had sent buy-
ers to England, and that afterwards the
Canadian mills might go ehort of orders.
In this view, and recognizing that a good
deall of money is locked up in Camedian
mills, he was quite unable' to believe,
knowing Canmadian opinion from first
hand, that Great Britain could look for
any further reduction of Canadian dutbies.

The Preference and the Canadian Boom.

“The fast @s,’ he continued, *“in the
case of our own firm the reduction of
duties and the present booming of Can-
ada has been rather an inconvenience. 1
gpeak, of course, admittedly from our
single standpoint. Under your old tariff,
when there were complicated duties, when
it was so much per cent and a specific
duty of so much more, the trade was done
in Canada by the big Canadian houses.
Others might try it for a year or so, but
avhen they had paid for being astray in
their calculations a few times, they quit.
You. know we prefer dealing with one big
house to dealing with a number of small
ones, -and' a badly complicated tariff is in
that ain advantage, for the big fel-
lows. ! as the case étands, now, there
are o dozen Engligh houses in the Cana-
dian business where there used to be one!
Since your duties came down, and since
we (began making much: of Canada in this
gountry, we are ail sending representatives
thére and opening agencies, and what s
worse, the retail establishments are open-
ing accounts direct. Practically anybody
from Canada can comée into a Leeds, er
Bradford, or Huddersfield business house
today, and by merely producing his busi-
ness card, get credit.”

“And they pay, I suppose?”

“Yes, they pay; so far, at amy rate;
but I'm afraid the situation may be some-
whalt panicky here if times get to be such
that they find it difficult to pay, as I sup-
pose will be the case. Butb that is not my
point exactly. All I fwish to remark is
that your tariff and our Canadian boom
have brought about a degree of compeil-
tion in the Canadian market that did not
formenly exist. Still, with all that, we
have very considerably enlarged our trade
during ‘the past few years and are all
very glad of it. i

Who Gets What the Preference Saves?

“When you speak of enlarged trade, do
you mean enlarged output or increased
arofit¥”

“Enlarged output.” i

I put this question to. clear up a point
concerning which I had some conversation
with a Montreal merchant before leaving
home. He had been importing an
English article used in building
1897, and paying a centain price laid down
in Montreal. That price, he told me, uas
conrtinued practically unaltered, notwith-
standing the three reductions of duty, of
first an eighth, then a quarter, then 2
third,the inference being that the London
merchant, whose sales to Canada have in-
creaged but very little in the meantime,
had sh%]g pocketed the aiwwswonal profit.
Tn the Teeds case, on the contrary, I was
assured that there has at l¢ast beéen an
increase in the quantities sold, whatever
may lbe the case as to profits. T made in-
quiries on this point in Manchester, too,
and learned that the effect of the pre-
ferential tariff was to facilitate the pro-
fitable export of several lines, particulazly
coton yarns of various kinds, And in
Sheffield a ioutlery dealer of high standing
complained that the Canadian purchasers
ingisted upon taking the full advantage
of each successive reduction, so that in
the way of profit on a given quantity the
British maker  has mot bgen materially
advantaged. No doubt he gets his share,
however, and doubtless, also, if the Cana-
dian consumer has mot already had his
share he, too, will get it as comjpetition
grows keener under the usual impulses.

The head of another Leeds house 1
found engaged with his Canadian corre-
spondence when I nwas shown into his
office. He also was surprisingly well in-
formed concerning the state of the public
mind in Canada. Of course, with informa-
tion arriving daily from his Montreal and
Toronto correspondents, he ought to be
well informed, and I only use the term
in a eelative sense, and to distinguish the
view point of the man who actually docs
business with Canada from that of the
mwan, equaly influential in England, no
doubt, who condua’s a large businers with-
out touching Canada. I shall repeat, &
little further on, what one of these said
to me this morning.

The Weakness of Canadian Mills.

When I approached the subject of pre-
ferential trade with the gentlemen actu-
ally Joing business in Canada, they both
took the view to nwhich the second I wamv
thus gave expression.

“We are undoubtedly grateful for the
existing preference, as it enables us to send
to Canada some lines we would not eend

before | more profitable basis

there if the preference were withdrawn.
But we are not all hopeful that the duties
will be further Jowered, because we know
the local manufacturers are hard put to it
already. Mind you, I think it is largely
their own fault; for I have moticed that
whenever one ‘Canadian mill comes out
with a good article, the others at once copy,
it, and presently they have made so mudh
a8 to overstock the market. Then,as they
cannot begin to compete with us in any
outside market, they will find themselves
suffering. Probably it is because the home
market for any one line is so small that
tthey, find it necessary to adopt this waste-
ful and unprofitable plan, but there is the
fact, and even if they (had the higher
duties they ask for, this disastrous policy
would still have to be pursued. The con-
sumers twould pay more, and the position
of the maker would not be improved. We
there do not hope for lower duties; we are
well pleased to be as we are; and I for
one cantiot help feeling that if the Capa-.
dian Conservatiye party got ‘into power
the duties would go up and our trade be
onrtailed.”

Russian Officials Stop the Exporta-
tion of Wheat Under an
Old Law.

Great Numbers of the Czar's Civilians and
Soldiers Are Emigrating to Manchuria
With the Evident Intention of Populating
That Country.

Pekin, July 27—The Russian administra-
tion of Newchwang has stopped the expor-
tation of wheat to Japan. The export of

grain from Chinese porte is illegal, but’]

the Rusians, heretofore, have ignored the
law. In the past week the Japamese ob-
tained miany ehiploads from Newchwang,
apparently preparing fdr war contingen-
cies. Several ships were employed in
bringing wheat from Shanghai and south-
ern ports to Newchwang, where ‘it wus
trans-shipped as & direot export. The pro-
hibitory order was issued by the Russian
officials’ lagt Thureday. : .

‘General Kondradovitch has beén placel
in charge of six armored commercial boats
and the navigation of the Liao river,which
is construed here as another sign of Rus-
sis’s intention to retain Newshwang and
the command of the river. Great numbers
of Russian civilians and soldiers families,
it is reported, are being brought to Man-
churia, it is believed in pursuance of a
compirehensive plan to colonize rapidly
the province. At the present rate there
will be almost 100,000 Russian civilians in
Manchuria, induding Pont Arthur and
Dalny, before the date fixed for the final
evacuation mext fall,

DESPEBATE. WORK
 OF THRTERY COWVTS

‘Despéradosty After Killing One and

~ Wounding Séveral Guards, Made
Vheir Escape.

' Sacramento, Cal, July 27—A special
from Felsom says:

Thirteen desperate prisoners confined to
the Wolsom penitentiary, made a successful
break for' liberty at the brealkfast hour to-
day. After a fierce fight in the captain’s
office, during which a turnkey was fatally
stabbed, a guard killed and another officer
wounded, the convicts seized arms and am-
mumition and using the warden and other
officers as shields, escaped. Monight it is
believed they are making for Bald moun-
tains. State troops were ordered out by
Governor Pardee and have gone to the
scene. ;

The dead: 'Wm: L. IOotter, a guard, out
in the abdomen, died five hours later.

Wounded: O. J. Cochrane, turnkey,
stabbed in back; will probably die.

W. C. Palmer, cut in the head.

The convicts made their break for lib-
erty about 7 a. m. They went fo the office
of O. J. Murphy, captain of the guard,
and seized Warden Wilkinson; his grand-
son, Harry Wilkinson; Captain’ Murphy
and several other officers. and guards. A
desperate - fight took place. The convicts
were armed with knives apd razors and
with these they assamlted Wanden Wil:
kinson and this officers. warden’s
clothing was slashed into shreds with: a
razor, but the blade did wnot touch the
flesh.  Turnkey |Cochrane fought the con-
victs With a ohair, but was felled by a
knife thrust in the back. Guard Cotter
was disembowled by a cut in the abdomen
and he died about moon. Palmer was se-
verely cut in the head. The floor of the
office was covered ‘with blood.

The officers were easily outnumbered and

were soon relieved of their arms. Then,
using the officers, as shields, the convicts
started for the armory on the outskirts of
the penitentiary grounds. (They passed
a gattling gun on ome of the walls, but
the guards were afraid to shoot at the
conviets for fear of killing the prison of-
ficials.

When the armory was reached officers
there attempted to interfere, but were
quickly overpowered and the convicts after
fortifying themselves further wvith rifles,
knives, pistols and ammunition, made a
dash for the country.

Conyicts, each armed with a rifle, march-
ed either side of Warden 'Wilkinson, who
was threatened with death if he made an

attempt to escape and the officers were |

told that if any of the pursuers took the
life of one of their number they would re-
taliate life for life. At (Mormon bridge,
abont a mile from the penitentiary, the
warden, his grandson, and Captain Mur-
phy were released and sent back. The
others iwere marched along with the con-
victs.

Further on ‘the convicts went to a farm-
er's house, seized fhis fourdorse wagon,
stripped the the house of all its portable
valuables, took the farmer with them as
a driver and headed for Bald Mountain.

All the comvicts are still at large.
Among the officers carried off by them is
General Overseer McDonough. Some fears
are felt for his safety as he bears the es-
mpecial ill will of the convicts.
