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Farewell to Oil Production.

The petroleum oil production of Ca-
nada will be entirely stopped by the
adoption of the proposed so-called Re-
ciprocity Treaty, thus putting an end to
an industry that employs a great many
men and much capital and yields the
Government a net cxcise revenue of
$237,776.58 a year. A great proportion
of this-capital will not be available for
use in any other industry, as it is ‘in-
vested in  works that will be useless
when the oil business ceases tq be pro-
fitable. Canada oil refiners cannot
eompete with those of the United States
becanse the crude oil yielded by Canada
wells is not so good as that obtained in
the United States. With a duty of fif-
teen cents a gallon against United States
oil a great deal of it is sold in our mar-
kets, and when this duty has been re-
moved there will be absolutely no sale
for Canada oil at all. The oil refiners
pay an excise tax of five cents a gallon,
and are protected by a' duty of fifteen
cents against importations, and are
barely able to- undersell the imported
article sufficiently to dispose of their
production. With the reduction of the
duty on United States oil ‘to ten cents,
under the sliding scale, the excise tax
would have to be removed, the revenue
losing nearly & quarter of a million
thereby, and with the wiping out of the
duty the third year every oil well would
cease to be worked and every oil refin-
ery would be closed, Saying nothing of
the losses of the oil capitalists, the loss
of revenue thus occasioned is an impor-
tant consideration.

Where will the Money Come From?

The St. John and Halifax journa'ists
who endeavor to earn the subsidies they
receive from Alex. Mackenzie & Co.
should explain how the revenue is to be

raisedl after the duties have been remov-

ed from all the articles enumerated in
the schedules attached to the humble
petition laid beforec the Washington
autliorities by the Hon. George Brown.
The revenue will be decreased conside-
rably, and the obligations imposed by
the treaty will largely increase the ex-
penditure. How will the revenue be
raised ? Several branches of trade have
good reasonsfor asking thisquestion with
fear and trembling.. The answer to it
may be as fatal to some of our commer-
cial interests as the Brown Treaty will
be to some of our manufacturing inter-
ests. Are we prepared to have the
duties on tea, sugar, coffece, and manu-
factures not embraced in the proposals
‘made to the Washington Government,
largely increased for the sake of the
trade privileges to be gained under the
teaty? Now, organ-grinding journal-
ists who sneer, for so many dollars
worth of advertising and job printing a
sneer, ay the objections to the ratifica-
tion by Parliament of the proposals
made by the Mackenzie Government to
President Grant, speak out and tell us
where the money is to come from to
muke good the revenue defiziencies that
will follow.

Subsidies for Local Lines,

There is no money avsilable for the
construction of the Canada Pacific Rail-
way, or the Bay Verte Canal, but there
is no lack of fands for the building of a
canal for the benefit of New York ship-
pers who desire to tap the trade of the
St. Lawrence above ‘Montreal, no lack
of funds for the building of so-called
branches of the Canada Pacific. The
spectacle of building branches to arail-
way that does not exist is offered by the
Mackenzie Cabinet for the admiration
of the country. When the amount ne-
cessary to construct the Canada Pacific
has been thrown away on local lines
that have absolutely no claim on the
Dominion Treasury, no more claim than
the Riviere du Loup Railway has; Brit-
ish Columbia will be seceding because
the terms of her union with Canada
have not been complied with. The
railway management of Alex, Macken-
zie, both in New Brunswick and the
North West, forces every patriotic soul
to pray for the overthrow of the Grit
