There had been a 
strike and lock out in that place for seven 
weeks, and one day while the Economic 
Science section was discussing the rela­
tions of capital and labor the masters and 
men involved in the strike each sent 

"delegations to the meeting to profit by 
the wisdom which might be evolved. 
Some suggestions were made of such a 
practical and timely kind that both dele­
gations were impressed with them ; and 
by means of the hints thusgivcil, coupled 
with the direct and friendly intervention 
of some members of the Association, an 
understanding was arrived at by which 
the difficulties in the way of an amicable 
settlement were removed, and the long 
standing quarrel was adjusted. The very 
next day the wheels of industry
were set again in motion and mas­
ters C and men went happily back 
to their employments, glad to have seen 
the last of a strike which had already 
cost more than a million dollars. Pro­
fessor Tyndall,in his closing words to the 
Association, had the happiness of an­

ting this satisfactory conclusion, and 
the meeting broke up with the feeling 
that Belfast would hold this much, at 
least, of its proceedings, in grateful re­
membrance.
