Army of 2,500,000
LONDON Mar. 4.—The introduc­

tion of a bill providing for a British 
army of 2 500 000 men was expected 
to-day to precipitate the first strong 
opposition by the Laborites and anti- 
coalition Liberals. The Opposition 
it was believed will be based on the 
following premises: The proposed 
army is too large considering the 
probable adoption of the league of 
nations of a provision for a reduction 
of armament. Such an army could 
be raised only by conscription.

It is feared that the government 
wishes to use the proposed army 
against Russia. “The idea that we 
can leave the greater part of Europe 
and part of Asia in chaos and anarchy 
is most absurd ” declared War Min­
ister Churchill in introducing the 
bill.

“The government are not mere lip 
servers of the league of nations. Presi­
dent Wilson’s fine conscription con­
ception was largely worked out by 
the genius of British brains. The 
league will be on trial at the outset.”
