MILLIONS POR FA RMERS.

The Rise in Wheas Adds 990,000,000 to the
Purchasing Power.

Toronto, - Aug. 23. .

The rapid advance in prices of wheat
within the t few days has electrified
the trade. It came unexpectedly to the
rajority, and profits have accrued only
to a comparatively small number of peo-

e,
Dl\'ew red and white . e
in Ontario at 86c¢ to 88c, ‘which is an
advance of 23¢ over the prices paid the
Jatter half of August last year. Mani-
toba No. 1 hard sold here yesterday at
$1.08, an advance of 35¢ to 37c, as com-
pared with a year ago. ! .
The advantages of these high prices
to the business interests of Canada must
be apparent to . Fortunately, the
Province of Ontario will have a yield
of 11,000, bushels in excess of last
year. According to the estimates of the
Department of Agriculture the  crops
of wheat in the province will be 29,75i,-
000 bushels, as against 18,597,000 bush-
els in 1896. Taking these figures as a
basis, and with the difference in prices
in favor of this year, the crop of wheat
in Ontario is worth to-day more than
£13,500,000 in excess of the crop of last

year.
Manitoba will have 5,000,000 to 7,000-
000 bushels more wheat this season than
last, and owing to the enhanced prices
the crop will probably be worth in the
neighborhood of $7,000,000 more than
last season. This increase of $20,000,-
000 in the purchasing g(ll)wer of the
farmers of Ontario and anitoba will
lead to the expansion of trade
merce and every interest will
fited thereby.
Manitoba’s Yield.

Winnipeg, Aug. 22.—(Special.)—1he
Manitoba Government yesterday issu
an official bulletin on the crops. The
total wheat yield is estimnted at 21;-

The Canadian offieers de-
clare they will enforce the law impartial-
lx and will pot discriminate. against

ericans.
