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‘•Yes, but you are interpreting,” retorted the 
priest.

“No," I responded, “it is the simple statement of 
scripture.”

“Well, hut how do you know it is inspired?” he 
questioned.

I reminded him that at the beginning of our con­
versation we were perfectly agreed on that subject, 
he having stated, very positively, his belief that the 
scriptures were inspired from beginning to end. 
“Further-more, you will find in your own Catholic 
translation,' the same statement which I have quoted 
to you from Romans.”
