The engine itself
seemed to loathe the work which it was
required to perform, for on ite srrival at
its destination the front axle broke, acd
no one could be got to repair it, The
blackemith at Killeagh refused positively,
though a Jarge sum was offered to him,
1t 1s sald that Mr. Ponsonby s finding out
that it {8 no easy task to evict his tenante
and that he is inclined to come to terms
with them. He has already lost £14 000
by the evictions which he has 8o heartlessly
effected up to the present time.

A great effort 1s beivg made {n Scotland
to secure a grand victory for the Home
Rule cause at the next electlon, Earl
Spencer aud Mr, Bannerman Campbell
addressed 8 meeting of 4000 persons In
Glagow at the end of September, sand
otber prominent members of the Liberal
party have held equally enthusiastic meet-
ings in other localitier, the resolutions In
every cace expressing confidence in Mr,
Gladatone, sud indignation against the
Government policy of Coerclon,

The National Indemnity fand now
reaches the bandsome sum of £14,000,

Both candidates at Mertbry-I'ydvil elec-
tlon were Gladstonian Liberals, the Torles
findiog they had no chance, and both are
strongly in favor of Home Rule,

The Protestant Home Rule Association
held their aunual meeting at the end of
September, and a large increase of mem-
bershlp was shown, which is encouraging
a8 an indication that the Nationallst feel-
tog is not coufined to Catholics, as the
Coerclonist orators so fondly represent,
The gathering was numerous, and many
Eplscopalians and Presbyterians of bigh
social standicg acsisted,” Professor Gal.

The Protestaut Syuod by a very decisive
majority, removed Rev, Professor Gal
braith trom the eecretaryship of the synod
in consequence of his expressed sentiments
in favor of Home Rule, The efficiency
with which the R:v. Piofessor discharged
his duties for eighteen years proves that
the members of the synod were moved
solely by rabid partizsuship to take this
course. Instead of diegraclog Professor
Galbraith by their action, the synod have
diegraced themeelves,

he Ormonde and King's County Hunt

This is the reeult
of the bad rmavsgement which is the
necessary consequence of alien rule in
[reland.

The present Goverament have been
guilty of many mean ectlons, but it s
hard to imagiue anythicg more mean and
contemptible than the shiits that are
recorted to o order to prevent the Iyish
people from manifestinyg thelr sympathy
for the Ieleh prisoners who have been
immured in the jails for their patriotiam,
Another funstance of shoriening the term
of imprisonment of prisoners with the
obj:ct in view to prevent a public de.
monstration, occurred in the case of
Patrlck Collins, Willlam Hayes, and
Thady Flavagan, the three Miltown Mal.
bay shopkeepers imprisoned under the
Coerclon Act for the past six months in
coneequence of their refusal to supply
provisions to the police, who wvere released

on Oct. 17, two days before the expira.
tion of their sentence.

The brutality of the adminletration of
the law in Ireland fs illustrated by very
mauy occurrences, but it would be hard
to find & more striking instance than the
following : Oa Ostober 18th the Mayor of
Oork visited in Cork Jail & voung ghhl of
fourteen, nemed Mtunie Geiffio, of Ballin.
epittle, imprisoned for fourteen days
under the Coercion Act, Her father is
also in prison under the ssme sct. The
glil stated that she takes exerciee in the
prison with 21 other femule pris ners, and
that her only crlme was to remain with
her father, The Mayor, in noting ihe
case i the visitors’ book, protested against
the system which compels an lupocent
country girl, impriscned for the first time
under the Coerclon Act, to nssoctate with
the ordinary female criminals,
