Late from England.

From the Londoa Watchman.

It is cause for thankfulness that advices from
the Continent strengthen those hopes ot peace
which were so faint a month ago. The Emperor
of the French bas confirmed the pacific assur-
ances contained in his Speech at the opening of
the Chambers by repeated contradictions in the
official ‘organ of bis Government to the state-
ments of alarmists. It is true that the series of
articles ,whbich bave appeared in the Moniteur
will not endure a microscopic examinalion in
those sections which refer to the past, and which
try to make out that neither the French Govern-
ment nor Prince Napoleon bas given any reason
for the anxiety and almost despair of peace
which bad possessed Europe. But it less con-
cerns usto know how the Imperial mind has
wavered, than to learn its present direction.
The last and moet satisfactory indication of the
Emperor’s pacific intentions is bis consent to the
resignation by bis Hotspur Cousin, Prince Na-
poleon, the Son in law of the King of Sardinia,
of the Ministry ot Algeria and the French Colo-
nies. The Moniteur declares that Napoleon IIL
is no further engaged to the King of Sardinia
tban by a promise to {defend him against any
aggressive act on the part of Austria, a con-
tingency not likely to be made actual without
such provocation from Piedmont as would cancel
the obligation. Not only in the Cabinet are
several of the Emperor’s Ministers opposed to
bostilities, but, in the Legislative Body, the
Financeé Committee bas perseveringly refused to

assured that the peace Estimates presented were
genuine, and not intended to be followed by sup-
plementary votes for war. There is reason to
believe that the conduct of the Emperor has
been in barmony with his language, and that Jast
week he sent a positive order to Rome, recailing
his garrison from tbat city, but was afterwards
informed by the War Minister, whom be bhad
not paid the courtesy of consulting, that the
troops could not move on so short a notice.
Thus is explained the announcement in the
Constitutionnel that the retirement of the French
corps [d'armee upon Civita Vecchia bad com-
menced, and the correction supplied next day
by the Moniteur, stating that these tidings were
prematare. '

Meanwhile Lord Cowley has been mediating
at Vieona, and Mr. Gladstone, on his way back
to London, where he reappeared yesterday in
the House of Commons, bas been in earnest
consulration with Count Cavour at Turin, with
what effect we shall presently learn. The
popular interest in Italy generally cannot but be
mcreased by the unexpected landing of Poerio,
and the banished men who were the companions
of his imprisonment and exile, upon the hos-
pitable shores of lreland, whence some of them
will immediately arrive in London. While their
persecutor is perishing by a dismal malady, tbey
will be the guests of Eogland, and the propa-
gandists of doctrines which the Courts of Vien-
na and Naples account the blackest political be-
resies. It must be kept in mind that the with-
drawal of the forces of France and Austria from
the States of the Church would not, without otber
measures, secure tranquility, but would rather
leave an empty theatre for revolution, which
would be followed by foreign armed interfer-
ence, In such a case, by the treaties which ghe
bas contracted with the Italian States, Austria is
committed beforeband to an intervention of that
kind ; whence it follows that the pacification of
Central Italy requires the renunciation of such
treatics. and likewise an agreement between
the Cetholic powers either to leave Italy entire-
ly to its own tendencies or to regulate these by
preconcerted arrangements:

There are yet too many uncertainties, and
contingencies too serious within our horizon, to
think the present season a safe one for political
convulsions at home. A cbange of Minstry, or

stated, denied and re-affirmed that a resolution
containing these propositions, will be moved as
an amendment to the motion for the secord read-
ing of the Reform B.ll on Monday week. Before
that times comes, different tactics may be deem
ed preferable. Every etfort will be made to dis-
gust the geople with the Bill, and so to prepare
for the General Election which is the conse-
quence apprehended from its repudiation. De-
mocratic meetings in Hyde Park bave already
desecrated the Sabbath apd disgraced the name
of Retorm. But whatever reaction these de-
monsfrations may cause, the Government will
remain in the dilemma of baving produced a mea-
sure which, whatever its merits may be, is not
ductile enough to be moulded into 2o inviting
fashion, nor popular enough to be accepted by
a majority of the House of Commons.
Expectations of the near event which is to de-
cide the fate of the Cabinet abates from the in-
terest of other Parliamentary business. We
therefore notice briefly that the bill for permit-
ting a gentleman to espouse two sisters, (one afier
the other,) bas passed by a majority of 48 votes
to the House of Lords, where it is, or is not to
be read a second time on Tuesday next; and
that Mr. Locke King's biil to divide the estate
of every man who dies intestate among his or-
pbans and widow, instead of giving all his real
property to the eldest son, has been thrown out
by an overpowering majority—for occult reasons
of state, as it appeare. Mr. Buxton’s motion on
the immigration of Coolies into the West Indies
bas been complimented out of the way for the
present ; we expect from his father’s son that it
will be revived, or something more decided sub.
stituted for it, if any considerable part of that
moral degradation and physical misery which
bave been expected from the bill of the Jamaica
Legislature shall be proved against it.

The Latest.

The Government party sustained a discourag-
ing defeat on tbe 9th instant.

Tae WAR MoVEMENT.—The Paris corres
pondent of the Herald says that the hopes of
peace, to which the resignation of the bead o)
the war party gave rise, are daily melting away
under the infloence of the war articies which
the same official journals are instructed to pub-
lish. Tbey steadily repeat that no change bas
taken place in the Emperors policy, that grave
difficulties still exist between France and Aus-
tria, that lfnlg:nent of lblE Italian question is
necessary for e of Eu , and that, it
it cannot be obtlill::rby dipla;.ry,o(ber means
will be resorted to. The military preparations
in France continue with unabated activity.

The Paris correspondent of the ZTimes says
that the statements in the Constitutionnel on the
armaments of Austria in Italy came directly
from the Sardinian Government to the Tuilleries,
and from the Tuilleries they were forwarded to
the Constitutionnel. 1t 1s asserted that the fol
lowing additional no'e was added at the Tul-
leries :—* Tbis concentration of artiliery causes
it to be supposed that a veritabla seige train was
getting together at Pavia, and which can bave
no otber object than the seige of the fortified
places in Piedmont.”

Austria knows the plans concocted between
Paris and Turin to wrest Lombardy from ber.
Armaments on one side produce armaments on
the other, and irritation begets irritation until a
collision becomes inevitable. The French go-
vernment gave assurance to Lord Malmesbury
that they could give no assistance to Piedwont,
except in case of aggressien by Austria. O
course Piedmont is doing bér best to provoke
aggression. The Ministers are baunted by the
fear that, in spite of appearances, the Emperor
and bis cousin are on the best understanding,
and that, so far as Italy is concerned, they will
act without any more reference to Ministers than
if they were not in existence.

All the correspondence from Piedmont con-
curs in stating that neither the articles in the
Moniteur nor the resignation of Prince Napo-
leon bave destroyed the hopes or altered the ex-
pectations of the necessary aggressive act they
say may be found at hand whenever waanted.

Lorp CowLEY’s Missiox —A telegraphic
despatch from Vienna, of the 10'h, says :—
“ Lord Cowley left this morning at 7.80 for Lon-
don via Prague. The succem of his mission is
doubtful.” The 7imes says:~* According to a
telegraphic despatch from Vienna, Lord Cowley
is the bearer of counter propositions, which it is
hoped will prove moopugle.”

Reciprocity in Trade.

A _correspondent of the -Eondon “ Shipping
and Mercantile Gazette” says :

Noticing @ few days ago in your iavaluable
Paper that an American ship bad laden coals at
Sunderland, to be carried to London, thus enter-
ing into the very pith of our cossting trade, it
occurred to me that I could relate an incident
which came rather annoyingly under my own
observation, and which would present a striking
contrast to the above, and show how our friends,
the Americans, reciprocate with us in Marine
Commerce. In 1855 I went into Charleston
(U'.S) Master of a British barque, secking
treight. I was also largely interested in the
ship ; she was light in ballast 18 tons of which
consisted of coals. I could not obtain a charter,
and after lying eight days was obliged to proceed
to Movile.  On going to clear at the Custom-
house, to my sarprise and vexation, I was told
that I must discharge the coals, because taking
them, even as ballast, to another Port would be
infringing upon their coasting trade. Re-
mousirance was useless—out they must come—
and in consequence I was detained three days.
Among my Crew were four negroes, who, being
in a slave State, were taken out of the ship and
marcbed away under an escort of police to
prison. The bill rendered for three days’ board
and lodigng, turning of keys, escorts, &c., &,
was only $25. | leave the reader to make his
own comments. I cannot help saying, however,
that if the “ sea~girt isle ” does mot open her
eyes, and also Jend a listening ear to the remon-
strances being made as to the depressed state of
ber Shipping, I fear that ere long she may fiod
herself denuded of the “wooden walls” that
bave so long been ber boast, and done so much
towards constituting her greatness.
