'Value of Temperance
Does temperarce pay ? s probibition to be
ranked among the economies ? How nnnge.me
questicn ! * The thrift of tempérance is a tru'sm.
The statis-ics of the valustion of Massachusetts,
compiled by J. H. Oroe from the returns made
to the Becretary of S:ate, repest this lesson.—
Frcm 1840 10 1885 protubition formed pert of
the law of Massectusetts, but its enforce ment was
left to the municipal suthorities of the diffsrent
cities and towns of the S:a‘e ; beiog faitbfully
executed in scme ; in others remaining s desd
letter ; and in still otbers quite loosely ex-cuted.
Bat from 1865 to 1867 the law was strictly go-
forced througlout the State by state constables.
In 1868, after the elec ion in May, the sale of
I'quor was uares'r'cted. Now duriog the two
yesrs when the law was strictly enforced, from
1865 to 18687, the va'ustion of property in-
creased in the State $£174,061 512, or over
$87,000,000 s year. But during 1868, when
the sale of Jigior was unrestricted, the vslos.
tien of property increa:el but $54,412 528
showing s falling <ff of nearly thirty-three mil-
iions, mostly in psrsonai property. Dariog tbe
two years of prohibition the personal property
of the Biate increa-ed bioe acd one-balt per
cent. ; but the iocres-e was en'y two snd twe-
thirds per cent. in 1863, most ot which year tte
sale of rum was unrestricted. Toere figuies
speask volumes. Bit as in the Siate 0 ia ite
towns and ocities. Their relative growtbin ma-
terial wealth shows the vslue of temperance re-
garded merely in its economical aspects. We
quo'e from Mr. Orre's report :
From 1840 to 18350, end from 1850 to 1860
Boston iner-ws-d r-r valoat on ten milijos so-
rually. F.om 1860 to 1885 tweive miliions
arnually, white from 1863 w 1867, during two
years of proh:bit 01, the 1u.crease resch- d thirty.
six ard one-baif miilions annualiy. From 1867
10 1868, or during tix moutbs of prohibition
and s1x months of frre rum, there was an in-
crease only of eighteen millions; showicg a
decrrase of one-ha f. This falling cff was also
in personal property, During the two yesrs of
prohibition, her increase was seven per ceot.,
but last year one and one-third per cent ;
yet, notwithetarding the<e facts, some of h-r
merchants will, in public meetirgs, speak of tte
commercial ad vantagex of the rum-tre flis. Agsio
1 fled in thoee towps where the law hue always
been enforced. ad exiraordinary wncrease. Tue
town «f Beverlv, for example, iucreased ber
valuation from 1840 10 1860, s:ven per cwut.
annua'ly ; wrile Suslem, witn swperior advan-
tages of rsilrosd connectiors, whe:e t=e law was
not enfored, increased her valustion onlv two
per cent. Beverly, durinz the years 1866 and
1867, ingreased her valua ion seven and ove-half
per cent. ; while Saler, during those two years
of prohibition, having iifted from ber & buirden
under which she had been staggering for tweoty-
five years, increased her valustion eighteen per
cent. ) showirg conelusively that the enforce-
ment of the law in regard to the sale of I'quor
was the cause of this extraordinary increace.
We invite attention to these facts. Thney are
earnest pleadera for temperance.— Chris Adv.

Fowls in Orchards.”

Tbe public bas yet to lesrn the full advan'age
of keeping poultry. Few seem to sppreciate
what they mey do among the trees in an orch rd.
Let any one try them in an orchard of a quarter
of an scre, where they may be kept by a picket
ferce four or five feet high ; put in, say 125
fowls, aud observe the result. They will avoid
ennoyance ia the garden, of which so many com-
plaio, while thay will work smong the trees,
doing just what is neeced snd destroying every-
thing that can ivjure the froit-irees, in the shape
of bugs, worms, or other ins c's, and lay a lsrge
number of egge, which are a cash artiole, to say
notbirg of the chickens, which pay well for rais-
iog at the preseat time. 1 bave tried it, a1d
know it is so. 1 have about one hucd ed towls,
which have worked sdmirably among my trees,
keeping the ground in good condition, keeping
cff the in#ects, and promotiog the growth of the
orchard. I em eatisfi-d tkst we bave yet to lesrn
the full benfl:s which may be derived frowa the
proper mansg-men' of fowls; aad it is quite
pessible thet tbe method I have suggested may
ofier the best way of getiing our spple orcbards
nlo bearing condition,— Egchange.

of all who choose to seek it. There are few
surer tests of a happy bome within then the
flower-decorated window acd neat-kept garden ;
aud there is no ocoupation for tte leisure hour
more caleulated to keep it 8o or to soothe the
mind, It yiclds pleasure without surfeit ; the
more we sdvance the more esger we beccme.
And bow uniise this to most of our world!y en.
