FOR BUSY MEN.

ROMAN CATHOLIC.
A Plucky Priest

Some remarks made by the Roman
Catholic rector of the village of Ars,
on the occasion of the birthday of the
Emperor William, on Jan. 27, have
caused a lively sensation in clerical
and military circles in Alsace. The rec-
tor, in the course of an address, spoke
as follows:—““Good Catholics have no
reason to celebrate the Emperor's
birthday. Catholics are here only in
order to pay taxes and serve in the
army. When responsible offices are va-
cant we are pushed aside. Our duty on
this occasion is to pray God to endow
the Emperor with moré insight.”” The
comnidnder of the 16th Army Corps has
issued orders forbidding his soldiers
to attend the Catholic Church in Ars.

Archbishop Bruchesi

On his first visit to St. Agnes, which
is the youngest of the fifty parishes
of Montreal, after expressing his
pleasure in being able to be present,
Bpoke in part as follows:—Your parish
is young but prosperous. You have
everything you need for your spiritual
welfare. Your debt of $756.000 is a large
one. Remember the debt was contract-
ed for the glory of God. Let the pres-
ent generation do its utmost to pay off
some of it. Your children will con-
tinusé and they will bless your mem-
ory. Your parish will live on, vour
¢hildren will replace you and your
example of generosity and piety will
be a blessed inheritance to them..” The
Archbishop then spoke of indifference
o religion and on mixed marriages.
Since he issued his pastoral against
mixed marriages, last December, eigh-
teen dispensations had been asked for
and all were refused. The year pre-
vious, His Grace stated, he had grant-
ed over a hundred dispensations for
mixed marriages. Mixed marriages
had come to be an epidemic and he
had to take drastic measures to put a
stop to them.

Truth is greater than peace, said
Rev. P. N. Waggett, of the Society of
St. John, Cowley, Oxford, in the
course of his sermon at the dedication
of the Mission of the Holy Spirit at
Newcastle-on-Tyne, which, the Bishop
of Newecastle refused to license ‘owing
to the practices of the missioner, Rev.
Vibert Jackson. In the truth they held,
said Father Waggett, especially with
regard to the Divine presence in the
Holy Sacrament, they could net change;
there must not be a whisper of stirren-
der.

Promoting Unity

The new Bishop of London and Mair,
in réplying to the address of welcome
from the Manx Free Church Couneil
on Monday, earnestly desired unity, he
said, but he thought . interchanges of
pulpits between Anglican clergy and
Noneonformist ministers hindered
rather than helped unity. It lost them
the sympathy of men who were long-
ing for unity, but who dig not agree
with that particular way of bringing it
about. They had to remember that
there was a wall of partition in the
matter of order between them, but
they could keep that wall as low as
Jpossible, 80 that they coulg shake
bands over it.

THE PRESBYTHRIANS.
Ministers’ Salaries

Speaking on this quéstion in its bear-
ing upon the scarcity of ministers, a
writer in the Presbyterian furnishes
the following: 4

The Blue Book says there are 1,360
ministers in the Presbyterian ministry
in Canada. Of these 20 receive a
stipend of $3,000 or more, 40 receive a
stipend of $2,000 and up to nearly $3,-
000, 80 receive a stipend .from $1,500 up
to nearly $2,000, and among these 120
ministers there is little evidence of un-
rest or desire to change, and hardly
any of these leave the ministry for
other employment.

There are 250’ receiving stipends rahg-
ing from $1,000 to nearly $1,500, and
among this class unrest begins to be
noticeable. There are 475 ministers
who receive a stipend of from $800 up
to nearly $1,000, and among this fairly
large number there is not only unrest,

but dissatisfaction, and i} is simply the
truth to say that the msajority of thém |
would be ‘glad of a change if that
would mean an increase in stipend-

But the largest class is the 515 whose
salary is less than the stipend of $800
and who with a heroism and a fortitude
worthy of the bravest soldiets of Jesus
Christ, are enduring hardness. , . .

The fact is, only a very few of our
ministers can ever be placed among
the people in the large centres, and
Sometimes the man who reaches 4he
larger congrégation does so for other
reasons than the prophetic gift. Eighty
per cent. of our ministers must occupy
the small -places, and it is in these
strategic points in Canada that the
real battle for God is being waged. It
is, further, from these small places
that the influence goes forth that lays
deep in the hearts of young men rea-
sons for not entering the ministry.

It is acknowledged that most of our
students come from the country and !
the smaller villages: The percentage
coming from the large centres is 80
small that it hardly figyres in the
argument. . , .,

It is simply delusion for the church
to shut its eyes to the question of
stipend. The heroic and the difficult
gppeaied to the soldiers who routed
ut Cronje in South Africa. But they
had the fire in the blood, and Britain’s
commissariat behind them, for svhich
they had to give not a moment’s
thought. .

The Board ‘ has 29 pastors’ and or-
dained missionaries, 9 licentiates and
students, 10 colporteur and 17 teachers
scattered over & feld extending from
Campbellton and Edmundston on the
East to the “So6’ and Grand Bend in
the West. The average Suhday attend-
ance has been for the year upwards of
2,000;- 141 professed faith in Jesus as
their Saviour; 016 scholars attended
the Sunday schools, and 784 the Mis-
sion Sunday schools, of whom 498 came
from Roman Catholie homes, 2,000
copies of the Seriptures were sold and
loaned ,and 25,000 religious tracts dis-
tributed and the Gospel “preached to
thousands by the way,

A Baptist Federation

Writling of the Baptists of Australia, '
the Rev. James Murrell says:—“At
bresent each state nas its own home
and foreign missionary societies, de-
nomir.ational papers, etc. Within the |
last year, however, the need of feder- .
ation has been earnestly champloned,
and it has bzen resolved to devote this
year to an active campaign in behalf of
union. Many of the wisest and most
experienced leaders of the body are
deeply convinced thdt if Baptists are
to play théir part in the devalopment
of the Australian nation there must
be, instead of the scattered series of
Baptist unions, one strong Australian
Baptist church, by which the denomin-
ation wil be enabled effectively to do
its share in establishing the Kingdoim
of Heavén beneath the Southern
Cross.

Sir Christopher Furnsss, head of the
firm—the Furnsss Steamship Co., whose
boats have been visiting St. John for
many years—at a united Methodist
meeting at Hartlepool, England, refer-
red to the manifesto thus:—‘“This
amazing document acquiesced in a re-
volutionary change which would mean
social servitude in its worst form, the
degradation of charactér and the de-
moralization of mankind.

Stephen’s church, delivered an interest-
Ing sermon last night on The Church
and Edugation. This is one of a &eries
of special sermons which he began two
weeks ago under the general theme of
The Social Gospal. -In substance his re-
marks were as follows:

There is no department of life with
which the church 1s 86 intimately as-
sociated as edueation.’ It is sometimes
suid that the church {s the foe of learn-
irg, that she obstructs progress. That
is not - true. Mauy facts could be
brought to prove it, but a few from our
exparisice in the Maritime Provinoces
will suffice. ’

Take Pictou countv in Nova Scotia
as an example. Perhaps no place of
the same size and populalion has had
So. many educated sons. Th,e' principal
of Queens University is a Picfouian; so
also is the priacipal of Dalhousie. A
former principal of MeGill was a son
of Pletou. 'The' present princ¢ipal of To-
ronto, though not a Pictouign born, has
had his home within the bounds of that
ccunty for years. o

BRIBER WORSE
THAN TRAITOR

“I would havé more respect for the
man who led an enemy against his own
country in war than for the man who
would bribe the voterg of that coun-
try.”

This, in effect, was the strong state-
ment made by Rev. Keirstead in his
address to a large audience, of whom
the majorily were men, in the Every
Day ‘Club Hall yesterday ’afternocon.
Bruce Addison presided and the choir
of the Tabernacle church sang several
hymns.

Rev. Mr. Keirstead began by naming
three desires which influenes people.
The first is the desire for personal com-
fort and the second the desire for so-
cial pleasure and companionship. These
two desires may, and too often do, lead
Deople into dissipation. The third and
highest desire is that which prompts
men to seek a permanent share in the
assets of the universe: in other words,
to bear some part and‘contribute some
effort to the working out of God's be-
neficent purpose, to achieve the high-
est and greatest good for all mankind.
All great moral movements, such as
temperance reform, all missionary ef-
fort, all benevolent works and institu-
tions indicate the direction in which
God is guiding the world of men. The

The main - difficulty between the
church and education has unfortunate- |
ly been one of misunderstanding. Good
men désire to stand for the right, but
they have not alway& done it in the
right way. This is seen in the foct'
that some good people think the spirit
of learning has killed the spirit of de-
votion. They point to the faet that the
prayer meetings are pootrly attended
and places of amusement are filled to
overflowing and leetures are well pa-
tronized as proof of what they say.
Men read their newspapers at home or
seek information where they can get it
and ignore the church.

This is true in a sense, and in part
the church is to blame for it. Prayer
meetings have not always been as edi-
fying as they might have been, and if
they are not it stands to reason people
will not attend them. Neverthless the
prayer meeting has {ts place as have '
all devotional services, but it must con-
form more to the spirit of the time. Sinee
learning and pleasure are two of the
leading motives that attract men today
the church must come in touch with
them. ’

Neither learning nor pleasure are suf- !
ficlent in themselves for a- perfect life.
Back of all them must be the moral
motive. Bverything that sets frea our
intelligénce without giving us self-con-

It is the business' of the church to |
provide this religious-impulse, ' It is
the keynote of life. Following it we
shall come to a knowlédge of the truth, |
and if the church will profit by the ex-
perience of the past and seek to téem-
per all education with spirituality it
will be a great, day for learning and
through it the church will come unto
its own.

FREDERICTON JUNCTION, Feb. 16.

—In spite of the .unpleasant weather
the Agricultural Hall was crowded last
night by supporters of the local govern-
ment, when addresses. were delivered
by W. M. Thurott, one of the candi-
dates for Sunbury county, Attorney
General McKeown and Col. H, H., Mc-
Lean.

Charles L. Tracy was elected chair-
man. and introduced Mr. Thurott, who
was given a fine reception. He made
a splendid, common sense, argumenta-
tive speech, which roused the enthusi-
asm of his hearers and showed that if
elected he will be a worthy representa~
tive for Sunbury. He discussed the ex-
travagant statements of the opposi-
tion which they have been making
throughout Sunbury county. This was
Mr. Thurott’s first appearance on the
public platform, and he mada a fine im-
pression, gaining many friends.
Attorney General MeKeown was in
his usual form and for over am hour
discussed the school book slander, com-
pletely showing up ths hollowness of
the opposition criticism in regard to
this and the other policies of the gov-

ernment. His reference . to. the public
finances created enthusiasm, the audi-
ence plainly showing that they.took no
stoek in Mr. Hazen’s fallacious argu-
ments.

A number of street pavements col-
lapsed in this city today and thousands
of cellars are filled with water, caus-
ing considerable damage.
