A cablegram irom Secretary of State
Jryan, expressing the sympathy of
himself, of President Wilson and of
the cabinet with “the object of the
celebration was read.

L)t both of them felt that the move-
nient should be a spontaneous act of
the pcoples of the two countries.

The Archbishop of Canterbury ex-
;pressed the hope that some part ol
the fund would be devoted to educa-
tional endowments by which what
he deemed the disproportionate share
given to the separation of the United
States from Great Britain might . be
reduced in American school history
books.

John A. Stewart reciprocated this
sentiment with the amendmear that
the false conceptions of Americans
taught in England also be corrected.

Sir Edward Grey, British foreign
secretary and Andrew ' Bonar lLaw
and Arthur J. Balfour, leaders of the
opposition in the house’ of' commons
sent messages supporting the move-
ment.

BRANT FARMERS
FALL IN LINE

Province-Wide Organization
Gets Start in This
County.

During a joint meeting of the Lit-
erary Society and a newly organized
Farniers’ Club held at Moyle’s school
house on Paris road on Tuesday
night, Mr, W. C. Good, B.A., (Mas-
ter of the Domiinion Grange) was

asked to address the meeting.

Mr. Good, in the course of his re-
marks, stated that there had beenin
recent years a great growth of the
farmers’ movement in the West. In
the three Western Provinces there
were the Grain Growers’ Associu-
tions of Manitoba and Saskatchewan
and the United Farmers of Alberta,
with an aggregate membership of
fifty thousand. These organizations
had established as their origin “The
Grain Growers Guide,” published in
Winnipeg, and which has now a very
large weekly circulation. In addition,
in 1906 the organized Western farm-
ers incorporated the Grain Growers
Company to market their grain, and
this concern, now also engaged fn
other lines, at the present time doe’
the largest' commission business i3
Canada, last year making about
$20,000 mnet profits.
fits were, however, not intended to
pay big dividends on capjtal, but tc
protect the farmers against trade
combinations, and to advance their
general interests, large appropriat-
tions having been made therefrom
for educational work.

A deputation of the Western farm-
ers attended the annual meeting of
the Dominion Grange in December
last and, continued Mr Good, it was
then resolved that a similar organiz-
ation should be brought into exist-
ence in this province. To this end
an institution known as the Unitel
Farmers of Ontario was being organ-
ized to comprise the Dominion
Grange, and such farmers clubs, far-
mers co-operative societies, and sim-
ilar organizations as care to be af-
filiated therewith. In connection with
the United Farmers of Ontario, a
commercial undertaking was con-
templated to be known as the Unite:d
Farmers Company, which would do
a business in purchasing requisites
for the farm and also in exchanging
products. A committee was appoint-
ed to work out the details and the
same met in Toronto last week end
Mr. George Keen, honorary secre-
tary of the Canadian Co-Operative
Union, being asked to attend the
meeting to give advice and assist-
ance, and which had been found of
considerable value. Eventually the
committee instructed Mr. Good anid
Mr. Keen to see to the incorpor:-
tion of the United Farmers Company
and he had asked Mr. Keen to be ia
attendance at that meeting with the
necessary’ papers. For the sake-of
convenience, it was desirable that the
incorporators and provisional direc-
tors should be in one neighborhool
and, therefore he would like four
farmers. to join with him for the pur-
pose; the permanent directors being
selected from all parts of the pro-
vince to insure democratic control.

In reply to an enquiry, Mr Good
stated that he did not think it would
be convenient for the United Farm-
ers Company to make purchases for
individual farmers, as there would be
little or no advantage, such  pur-
chases being small. It was to be a
wholesale-and not a retail institution.
It would he necessary for farmers to
“pool” their requirements through
farmers clubs and similar institutions
before passing the orders on to the
company. Clubs would be expect-i
to take shares, and it might possibly
be arranged to reccive individual ub-
scriptions, but the business will he
conducted on the prineinle of one
man one vote, net profits, after pay-
ing fixed rate of interest on capital,
being returned in proportion to pur-
chases, or retained for the general
wulfare of the farming communny.

tion of the chairman, addressed the
meeting on the cause, origin and de-
velopment of the world-wide co-op-
erative movement, pointing out the
wonderful improvement in the econ-
cmic position of the farniers of Den-
mark, a very small ¢ountry «ithland
of poor quality. Joth in industrial
and agricultural districts, the United
States and Canada were the most
backward countries as to co-opera-
tion in the civilized world, and for
this reason oppressive commercial
combinations  were  permitted to
thrive. Rapid strides were, however,
being made in the right direction.
Ex-President Taft directed a com-
prehensive consular investigation of
the European co-operative movement
some years ago, and last year Presi-
dent. Wilson sent a commission to
Europe to investigate the' agricul-
tural co-operative movement. In
Western Canada great progress was
being made by the farmers along co-
operative lines, and he saw’ no rea-
son why the proposed United Farm-
ers Company should not, in this pro-
vince, repeat the remarkable success
the Grain Growers Grain Company
had secured in the West.

At the close the necessary incor-
poration papers were signed, the in-
corporators and provisional directors
being Messrs William C. Good, John
Gowers, R. J. McCormick, Fredericx
Luck, and W. T. McCormick.
