REVEREND AND DEAR S1R.— I make
bold to addvess myself to you-on &
subject to which, you will pardon my
saying, it does not appear to me that
you_ have gi that consideration
which your position as a minister of
the Gospel, and a pastor of souls
demands.

In
addition to the class rooms, on the first
floor, there is ‘the libr: 35x12 feet,
opening off the coirid.r and’ highted by
a-twin window overlooking the town.
On the opposite side of the corridor are
situated the apparatus rcom and masters
private room, connectiog with the class
room. The entrances to the building
are 8ix in number, two to the basement
and four to the ground floor; two of the
latter for the pupils and two for masters
and visitors, but which can, however,
be ured by the pupils in caseof necessit
These entrances coinimt te t

inner fly dcors with the *corridor, the
latter being 10 feet in width, extendiug
the whole léngth of the building, and
lighted by large windows at either end.
From the ground floor corridor and com-
municating with the nppec flat s two
stairways, one flicht ag cither end, five
feet in width, with easy g ade ateus,and
midway landing to the same, guaried b
strong o'k siiigand ballusters and newel
posts. These staiis coutione to the
short corridors leading to the ante-rosms
aud assembly ball, ani are well lighted
throughout. The class rcoms open
directly off the corridors, having wide
doors to the rame, cpening outwards,
with ventilatiug head lights ever. Each
class room will have a teacher’s platform,
with black beard along the wall, enclos-
ed in a moulded frame, with chalk trough.
Outside each class room and extending
along the wallsofthecorridorwill beclo 1k
and cap racks, with meta! hooks, num-
bered in regular order.

the heat.” Th fferences between the
direct and indirect systems being in the
cage of the former, by heat direct f om
the radiatérs, situated in the elass rooms
and corridors, the steam being conveyed
to the same, by iron pipes from ' he boilers,
but in the case of the mdirect, the heat
comes from the fresh air brought iufrom
the outside of the building, pass«d over
gteam coils in the basement, uutil heat-
ed to the required temperature, and then
conveyed in large air pipes or ducts to
the several class rooms. In short, the
direot radiation system simply heats the
arin the room, but by iudirect radia-
tion the room is heated by a constant iu-
flow of warm fresh air, the vinated and

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THE MASONIC BUILDING.

A meeting of Speed aud Guelph
Lodges, A, F. & A. M., held on April
14th, decided to erect a Masonic Hall on
Upper Wyndham street. Stoek to the
amount of $16,000 was required,snd half
of it was then subseribed. Oa Mondsy
evening April 26. it was anneunced ghat
a block of land 60 feet :quare had Bren
purchased from Mr, James Massie, and
a Buard of Directors as follows were
elected:--Messrs, A. B. Petrie, Presi-
dent; John Inglis, Thos. Y. Greet, David
Kennedy, Hugh Walker, S.muel R.
Moffat, and Cuoae. Pettiford.  Mr
Mimmack was appointed S:oretar,

Mr. W. H. Jacomb, Treasurer:
D. A. Mackintosh, of Monut Forest, was
awarded the contract for excavating the
cellar, and the 1100 yards of sarth were
removed by June lst. Application for
incorporation was made in the Ontario
Gazette of April 29th, by the gentlemen
who were chosen provisional directors,
nader the name of Guelph‘Masonie Hall
Company (limited), with a eapital «f
$16,000'divided into 800 shares oi $20
each. At a meeting of the Direc ors
held on Monday, May 16.h, the - con-
tracts were award-d a: fillows:—Masun-
ry, Taylor & Emslie, 84,6005 penter-
ing, Geo. Steveus & Son’s, $2,975; plas
tering, Wm. Day, $1,600; smith and
founders’ woik, Inglis & Huanter, $358;
paiuting and glazng, Jacomb & Tavlor,
$405; tinsmithing, Geo. Howard, $897.
The total cost of the bwlding to be
about $12,000, including plate glass and
other extras. 'The work was then
rapidly proceeded with, and on the lst
of July M. W. G. M. Bro. J. K. Kerr, of
the G. L. of A. F. & A. M., of Canada
laid the corner stone amidst great eclat.
The style of the building is Venetian,
three atoryes in height, with a Mansard
roof, the centre of which is surmounted
by a haudsome tower, encircled by an
elezant crested raling.  Appropriate
emblems of the Order are cut in the
centre at the top.of the third story, and
likew sonic year when the
building was erccted (5876). The ground
is divided into threo stores, one
ingle front, and the other two
At the south side is
the main entiance to the upper part of
tho building, ten feet in width with two
scts of double aoors, oneon the outside
and one in the vestibule. The first floor
is reached by a stairozse seven feet in
width. On this floor are a large public
room 57x29, five offices, ante-rooms, &c.
A five feet wile stair, allows the secoud
floor to be reached. This floor will be
‘ecapied by the fraternity itself, and is
lighted from the dome at the top. The
Masonio Hail i3D7x29 feet, and the
Roy#l Apeh Chapter room is 20x30 feet.
On the same floor are two ante-rooms for
the Blae Lodge, two for the Royal Arch
Chapter, an elegant emoking room, 15x18
foet, luvatories, &c. .The ceilings are
covered, and are all 15 feet in heigbt.
The ventilation, &c., isexcellent, and
every provision s sen
for the comfort of all concerned, When
fully finished the Masonie Hall block
will be one of the finest in town, and the
architect, Mr, V:c Stewart deserves
great credit for devising so beautiful,
substant al, and comfortable a building.

UPPER WYNDHAM STREET STORES,

One of the finest stone blocks being
evected this year extends from Mr. W.
J. Luttie’s confeotionery establishment to
tha Governmentibuilding. They are all
three stori¢h High and run some eighty-
five feet back. The first one next Mr-
Littie's is that Le'onging to

M. James Maye, which has a frontage,
of 26 fvet. It is three stories high and
has a very commodious basement. The
style of architecture is similar to that ir
the block next to it, and presente a er
fnc appearance. The architect was Mr.
John Hall, and the contraciors were :-
Masonry, brick-work, &c., George Pike ;
carpenter work, John Boult; plastering,
Wm. Day; tinsmithing, slating, &e., W
Sunleyypainiing, F. Sturdy; iron work,
Inglis & Hunter. The total cost when
fimshed will be aldut §6,000.

Mr. A, B. Petrie’s new store has a
frontage of 16 feet, the dépth being the
same as the others, 85 feet.

Watt’s American Hotel was enlarged
by the proprietor, Mr. Thomas Ellis,
80 as to give an additional kitchen, din-
ing-room, lauudry and bedrooms. The
addition is two stories in height and 54
feet long by 26 feet wide, and greatly
increases the accommodation of the
Amorican Hotel. The architect was Mr.
John Hall and the contractors were :—

NORFOLK ST, METHODIST CHURCH.
With characteristic energy the trus-
tees of this church have inaugurated the
most extensive and palpable improve-
mente, and when they are finished the
old chureh which has seen so much good
service will present both inside and out
a modern appearance. The architect
who designed these improvements was
Mr. Jokn Hall, jr., and the highest
credit is deservedly due him, The al-
torations embrace a wide area,extending
from the basement to the topmost peint
on the tower.
