Awong the old records was found a roll
containing the names of all the electors of
the Oounty of York for 1813, which roll is
now in the possession of Mr. Edwards of the
Queen. The bounds of the county were much
larger then than at present, and comprised
the following parishes, under which the
smes of the electors are grouped, viz.:
Fred 8t. Mary’s, Ki Queens-
bury, Prince William, Woodstock, North-
ampton, Wakefield. At the foot of the list
are the following words : “‘Left at my office
oo Monday 10th May, about 5 p. m.-~Garret
Olopper, Clerk.” The Couaty of York
Which then embraced the up-river counties
a3 well, was divided into 8 parishes, which
are mentionéd above. Fredericton then con-
tained the names of bat 92 persons qualifi-d
10 vote, sixteen of whom were farmers, or
yeomen as they were then styled.

in the woods.

How they Made Magisirates 1u 1808,

One of the most remarkable documents
found was & large roll of parchment several
foet square to which the great seal of the
province was attached. The finder thought
he bad made & wonderful discovery of bis-
torical importance to tha whole of Oanada,
but was not = little surprised and amused to
fiod that it simply contained the sppoint-
ment ofa few J P.'sin the county of York
for the year 1808. The great seal is a
curiosity in itself to the pregent generation in
New Branswick, and well worth inspection.
A rounded wooden block about five inches
in dismeter; oneside of which is stamped
with the roysl Insignia and the other the
seal of the province, made up the great seal

the day of May in the year of our
Lord one thousand eight bundred and eight
and the forty eighth year of our reiga.” It
was something to be a magistrate in those
days.

@rent Fire of 1888,

Papers and docaments beyond number re-
lating to the relief of sufferers by the great
fire of 1825 are found among these old re-
cords. The examinstion papers of the com-
missioners who were appointed under an
actof assembly intituled “An act for ap-
pointing commismoners to inquire into the
losses ined by the ive fires
in this province” were spparently all pre-
served in this record office. The commis-
sioners’ names were Ward Obipmas, Harry
Peppers, R. Bimonds, H. G. Olopper. The
concluding report of the commissioners was
nlso found among the relics, in which is set
forth a full account of the receipts and dis-
bursements on account of the fund for the
relict of the sufferers by the destruetive fircs
in New Brunswick, in the month of Oectober,

Thomas
Wetmore of Fredericton was attorney gen-
eral. The supreme court consisted of Jona-
than Bliss, chief justice; John Saunders,
Ward Chipmas and Jobn M. Bliss.
