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The Late Sir John A. Macdonald.

An interesting ceiemony took place 
in St. Paul's Cathedral, London, at the 
close of the forenoon services on Wed­
nesday, November 16th, brief but 
eloquent in its absence of affectation and 
va'n show. The Dean and Chapter of 
the Cathedral having given their assent 
to a bust of Sir John Alexander 
Macdonald, for many years Premier of 
Canada, being placed in the crypt, 
the marble memorial was,on Abat day 
unveiled by the Earl of Rosekefry in 
the presence of a distinguished assem­
bly, in which Colonial governments 
were largely represented. The London 
Daily Telegraph’ of November 17th 

says:—
The movement for some memorial 

of the deceased statesman originated 
with the Imperial Federation League, 
but, once started, the Macdonald Memor­
ial Fond was not confined to any one 
league or party, but was swelled by 
subscriptions from many friends. The 
bust was selected by competition, the 
award falling to Mr. Geo. Wade, a 
Canadian sculptor, and the work being 
executed under the supervision 
of the Macdonald Memorial Committee, 
appointed in the early part of the 
present year. It is placed in a bay of 
the south aisle of the choir of the crypt, 
where rests the bodies of Robert Milne, 
the Edinburgh architect who designed 
Blackfrlars Bridge, and of less known 
worthy citizens of London. Over 
against the place where now stands the 
memorial to Sir Joun Macdonald is the 
bust which keens in memory the 
patriotic service of the Earl of Mayo, 
Viceroy of India; end su the inner wall 
of tbs -Me is the memorial to Sir 

I Perry Smith Parkes, some time British 
Minister to China and Japan.

While service was proceeding the 
company invited to witness the cere­
mony of unvellieg assembled in the 
south aisle of the cathedral, and at 
its close the llcketholders passed down 
to the crypt. Here a small space had 
been temporarily railed off in front of the 
memorial. Within the enclosure were 
the Earl of Rosebery, Dean Gregory, 
the Marquis of Ripon, Lord Brassy, and 
Mr. E. Stanhope, M. P., and among 
others present in the large assembly 
that crowded the aisle and overflowed 
into other parts of the crypt were Sir 
John Abbott (Premier of Canada), Sir 
R. Herbert, Sir John Colomb, Sir George 
Baden-Powell, M. P., Sir Henry 
Donlton, Professor Tanner, Sir Beven 
Edwards, the Hoc. Henry Holbrook, 
(British Columbia), Sir Alfred Jephson, 
Mr. R. R. Dobell (Quebec), Mr. 8. 
Montagu, M. P., Mr. Stavelay Hill, M. 
P., Mr. W. B. Perceval, Agent-General 
for New Zealand ; Sir John Simon, Sir 
Donald Macpherson (Toronto), Sir 
William Farrer, Mr. P. Redpath 
(Montreal), Sir Donald Smith (Mon­
treal), Sir Malcolm Fraser, General Sir 
Andrew Ciarke, Mr. J. O’Hallorau, 
Secretary Royal Colonial Institute; 
Mr. H. Kimbar, M. P., Mr. J. Colmor, 
Secretary Canadian High Commission; 
Hon R. Meade, Colonel Howard Vincent, 
M. P., Sir John Cox Bray, Agent- 
General of South Australia; Sir Charles 
Mills, Agent-General lor the Cape; 
SirE. C. Braddon, Agent-General for 
Tasmanie; the Hon. G. Foster, Cana­
dian Minister of Finance ; the Hbn.
C. H. Tapper, Canadian Minister 
of Marine and Fisheries, Mr. J. Brims­
tone, C. B., Archdeacon Sinclair, Canon 
Browne, Canon Newbolt, Ac. A tele­
gram from the Earl of Aberdeen was re­
ceded before the proceedings began, ex- 
p. easing sincere regret that an engage­
ment in Scotland would prevent hie 
being present at the ceremony.

The Earl of Rosebery said : My Lads, 
Ladies, and Gentlemen—It gives %e 
great pleasure to come here to day to 
unveil this bust. We are gradually 
collecting within this Cathedral the lares 
and the pénates—the household gods of 
our commonwealth. Up above ,tbere 
sleep Wellington and Nelson, those 
Lords of War who preserved the Empire, 
Below we have the effigies of Dailey and 
Macdonald, who did so much to 
consolidate It. We have not, Indeed, 
their bodies—they rest more fitly in the 
regions wtiere they lived and laboured - 
but here today we consecrate their 
memory and their example. We know 
nothing of parly politic! in Canada on 
this occasion ; we only recognize this— 
that Sir John Macdonald bad grasped 
the central idea that the British Empire 
is the greatest secular agency for good 
now known to mankind ; that was the 
secret of his success ; that he determined 
to die under it, and strove that Canada 
should live under it. It Is a custom, I 
have heard, in the German army that 
when new colors are presented to a 
regiment, the German Emperor first, anJ 
then his Princes and Chiefs in their 
order, each drive a nail into the staff.— 
I have sometimes been reminded of 
this practice in connection with the 
banner of our Empire. Elizabeth and her 
heroes first drove their nails In, and so 
onward through the expansive eighteenth 
century, when onr flag flashed every­
where, down to our own times, when we 
have not quailed or shrank. Yesterday 
it wrapped the corpse of Tennyson ; to­
day we drive one more nail lu on behalf 
of Sir John Macdonald. This standard, 
so richly studded, imposes on ns, the 
survivors, a solemn obligation. It is 
what it is because It represents every­
where peace and civilisation and 
commerce—the negation of narrowness 
and the goapel of humanity. Let us then 
to-day by the shrine of this signal 
statesman once more remember our 
responsibilities and renew the resolution 
that, come what may, we will not flinch 
or fail under them.

His Lordship, whose concluding re­
marks were received with subdued 
applause, then unveiled the bust, 
Which bears on its pedestal the in­
scription. 1 The Right Hon. Sir John 
Alexander Macdonald, P. C-, G. C. B.,
D. C. L., for nineteen years the Premier 
of the Dominion of Canada. Born 1815 ; 
died 1891. A British subject I was born ; 
a British subject I will die,’ The face, 
turned slightly away from the spectator 
to the right, is a faithful presentation of 
the late statesman, and bears that strik­
ing resemblance to Lord Beaconsfleld 
which is noticeable in many of the 
portraits of Sir John Macdonald, The 
bast, which is of white marble and of 
heroic size, represents the late Canadian 
Minister in official dress and wearing 
the chain of the Grand Cross of the Bath, 
After Lori Roseberry’s brief speech there 
was no farther oratory or ceremony, but 
the crypt remained the gathering-place 
of many visitors to the Cathedral 
throughout the day.

Pail the Penalty.

Robert Olsen, alies * Buck,' paid the 
penalty on Thursday morning last for 
the murder of policeman Steadman. He 
acted courageously to the end and his 
last words were—‘ Let her go.’ His 
last night on earth is said to have been 
passed easily, sleeping occasionally until 
seven o’clock when he woke, and 
complained of a pain in the back. 
Father Cormier passed the night with 
him During his imprisonment, while 
awaiting bis execution, his hair Is report­
ed to have visibly turned gray. The 
following account is given of his last 
moments, hie execution, the inquest, 
the post mortem and other details con 
cernlng him ;—

Buck’ ate a hearty breakfast, which 
comprised coffee, three eggs upon toast 
and grapes. Afterwards mass for the 
dead was solemnized in his cell by 
Fathers Cormier, Labbe and Gagnon.

Owing to the heavy rain storm the 
execution was postponed until nearly ten 
o’clock. At 9.30 (Standard time) the 
officials and hangman Redcllffe entered 
the corridor. ‘ Back’ shook hands with 
all and there were tears in every eye. 
Radcliffe then pinioned ‘ Buck’s’ arms 
nd a procession was formed as follows : 

Sheriff Fretze, of Queen’s, and Deputy 
Keith ; Dr. Teed and Jailor Tail ; 
Fathers Cormier and Labbe ; the prison­
er, Constables Wilbur and Lawrence ; 
the hangman. As the procession moved 
along prayers for the dying were read. 
At the scaffold, ‘ Buck’ took his stand by 
the noose, shook hands with the hang­
man and then the priests. He expressed 
a willingness to shake hands with every­
body.

Father Cormier briefly addressed those 
present and said that ‘ Buck’ asked for­
giveness of everybody whom he had ever 
injured and hoped to receive the same, 
as he forgave everybody. His legs were 
then plnlonpd and the last rites of the 
Church administered. On kissing the 
crucifix he said • May God forgive me.’

The black cap was then adjusted and 
as at first it did not appear to go on 
very easy he laughed. When the cap 
was finally adjusted and the noose placed 
around Lis neck, he shouted ‘ Good-bye 
everybody.’ The prayer was then recit­
ed and Dr. Gondet shouted * Go to 
Heaven,’ and * Buck’ said ‘ Thank you.’ 
Then there was a pause, the hangman 
waiting for the signal, and * Buck shout­
ed ‘ Let her go.’ These were the last 
words. The signal was given, the 
weight fell with a thud into the bed of 
sawdust, ‘ Buck’s’ body sprang up into 
the air with an instantaneous jerk, and 
in a flash there was a rebound and his 
body swung to any fro with scarcely a 
tremor of the muscles.

In seven minutes bis pnlse ceased to 
beat. One medical belief is that death 
was absolutely instantaneous. Within 
30 seconds from the time the noose was 
adjusted the execution was ended. 
There was no hitch or bungle and it was 
absolutely devoid of any «fortunate 
incident which might lend realistic horror 
to the scene.

The hangman was unmasked and 
dressed in black clothes. The prisoner 
wore dark striped pants and while 
shirt. No jacket or vest. To the 
scaffold he wore a black silk cap, which 
was removed.

After the execution, which was over 
by ten minutes to ten (standard), a 
Coroner’s inquest was held and a verdict 
In accordance with the facts returned.
‘ Buck’s’ body will be taken charge ol 
by the priests and buried in the Roman 
Catholic Cemetery here,

‘ Back' made no exterior confession, 
but said In conversation that he bad 
lived since six years old among 
criminals. That bis only brother was 
killed in the seven days’ battle of the 
Wilderness, and that his only sister was 
married 18 years ago to Bur Butler, of 
Chicago, a sporting man and son of one 
of the wealthiest men in Buffalo. ‘ Buck’ 
insisted to the last that if be killed 
Steadman he was unconscious ot the 
fact. A letter came to tlje jail from 
Belfast, Me., addressed 1 to i Buck 
Landrigan and it is now believed that he' 
has deceive.! everybody as to his name. 
Ex-Inspector of Police Haacom, Boston, 
and now Pinkerton detective, arrived 
here last night and saw ■ Back.' He 
declares ‘ Buck ’ to he the notorous
■ Buck’ Wheton, of Chicago, and says 
that be Is beyond question a profess 
eional burglar,

When the execution was over, the 
black flag was hoisted at half-mast on 
the Court House as the only outward 
sign of the execution, At the Post 
mortem held ou • Buck's' body, a bullet 
was extracted from bis leg, lodged there 
on the night of the murder. That bullet 
proved to be a 38 calibre, the size ol
■ Jim’s’ pistol. This proves conclusively 
that ‘ Jim’lied in his so-called coules- 
slon, and that1 Buck,' whose pistol was 
a 32 calibre, must hs.ve shot Steadman.
