The People’s Law

Flcshinc. N. Y.. Jan. 15.—After 
reviewing the evidence for twenty-two 
heurs and taking fifteen orders before 
all agreed, t lie jury in the trial of the 
author, and magazine writer, Thorn­
ton Jenkins Hains. at 3 o’clock this 
afternoon, found the prisoner not 
guilty as a principal with his brother, 
Capt. P. C. Hains, Jr., in the killing 
of Win. K. Annis. For the second 
time in his life. Hains has tieeii ac­
quitted of the charge of muider. hav­
ing been cleared of tin* charge of 
shooting a companion named Edward 
A. Hanington. in an o|>en boat in 
Hampton Itoads. seventeen years ago.

Hains had an affecting greeting with 
Cant. P. (.’. Hains in the l»ng Island 
jail, whither he hurried in a motor car 
after the verdict, to take his brother 
the news. Old General Hains and his 
wife, who had been anxiously waiting 
to learn the verdict in the Hotel Astor
in Manhattan since the jury went out 

last night, heard tinat five o'clock last night, 
news from Thornton, who telephoned 
his parents as soon as he left the court 
room. Mrs. Hains nearly fainted 
from joy at the tidings.

After spending an hour with Capt. 
Hains in the jail, Thornton Hains 
went to the Hotel As tor, where he 
remained through the evening and 
night with his father and mother.

Under this verdict it is perfectly 
safe for any person who is ingenious 
enough to frame up a defense to go 
out and kill. Private vengeance seems 
to have taken precedence over the 
people’s law',” was the only comment 
that Prosecutor Darrin had to make 
on the jury's return.

GENERAL DEAD

Mr. J- Lome McDougall Succumb 
ed to Stroke of Paralysis.

Ottawa, Jan. 15.—Mr. J. Lome Me 
Bengali, former Auditor-General of 
Canada, died this morning. He never 
fully recovered from a paralytic 
stroke he sustained over a year ago. 
A second stroke yesterday was the 
beginning oi> the end, which eamc at 
11.30 this morning. Mr. McDougall 
was appointed Auditor-General of 
Canada on August 1, 1878, and retired 
only a rwtinle of years ago. He was 
one of the best officials in the service 
of Canada. He was born in 1838, ami 
was therefor seventy years of age.
