Hon. Mr. DinowrrL: T wish to call atiention
to the improper way in which the approphiation
Bill is taken up. ¥ our honors know that this is
a very important Bill, and it is commeonly taken
ur 80 late in the session that members aof this
House have not ume or opportunity to let: their
views go to the country. " Your honors dnnot
expect us to sapport @very item in thaf Bill.
Many items in it would be considered objestion-
able by the country if they were seen in their
true light; but the want of time prevents us
from exposing such items of expenditure as we
think are not called for. I merely call atten-
tion to this, s0 that a differens method may be
adopted at a future session.

Hon. the Presivext: If your honors think
the time is'too short, I will notify His Excellency
that we will not be prepared to be prorogued
this evening. Your bonors may diseuss this Bill
till Saturday vight if you like; therefore it is
unfair to throw any reflection upon the House of
Assembly, for they cannot be prorogued till we
are prepared. - The item which is objected to is
very small. Formerly there were £40 given
when there was ounly one steamer; now sthere
are two, and a portion of the wharf is nearly all
the time occupied by them. When we compare
the business Jone at the wharf now with what it
was a few years ago, I do nbt think it is an un-
reasonable mcrease.

Hon. Mr. Ramsay: It is only the difference
between £40 and £60, and I do not think it is
worth while to occapy time in discussing it. 1
am apprehensive thas shere are items in the Bill
to which we wil! have atronger objections, but
we can only express an opinion upon them, We
must either take the Bill as 8 whole or reject the
whole.

Hon. Mr. Dinewerr: Tt is very well for
those who receive the bemefit of those large
grants to support them, but I represent a people
who reeeive no benefit from those grants ll,'ol-
steam communitdtion, and there is no compen-
sation made to them in the shape of grants for
roads, bridges, or wharves. I do not think it
is fair; those who receive no benefit from the
grants to the mail steamers should receive an
equivalent in grants for roads and bridges, or
for some othér service.

Hon. Mr. Lorn: The next item is £20 for
wharfage at Poiut Brule, What right have the
inbabitants of this country to pay for wharfage
in Nova Scotia? We have no 1ight to pay that
item; and this House will have to take a stand
against sending up the.appropriation Bill in this
shape. Why not send it wp. in_separate resolu-
tions, as tbe§ do in Nova Beotia and New
Brunswick ? Kn'mme that there is independ-
ence enough in this Hotisé to take a stand against
this Bill coming up in this manner. Here is the
revenue Bill coming up at the eleventh hour, and
it is unfair to have it sent up in this way. There
are mary objectionable items in it. There are
hundreds of pounds going into pockets where
they should not go. It will be east up to us,

Hon. the PrestpENT : The stcamers must bave
wharf accommodation, and if t'.c public do not
pay the wharfage, the ownersiof tho boats must
pay it themselves, which, I think, would be a

at hardship. To say that we should not pay
z‘:tha use of the w at Brule, because it is
in Nova Seotia, is absurd.

Hon. Mr. Lorp: Then, by the same rule, we
should pay the disb of the st e. I
say the public have not a right to pay that
wharfage. T suppose we will have a bill sent
in, bye and bye, for braady and wine for those
steamers.

Hon. Mr. Ramsay: His honor says we should
make a stand against thé appropriation Bill
being sent up in this shape, but it came in the
same way when the Government was in
power, and I would ask him why they did not
make a stand then?

Hon. Mr. Lorp : Well, I can tell his honor
that * Two wrongs will never make a right;”
and if the late Governinent did wrong, that is no
reason that we should dowrong, teo. T was in
the other branch of the Legislatuye, then, and
this Council was nominative, Jt was czammed
up with the friends of § party, but it is not so
now. We are here to repi the e, not
o party. 1 donot ssy this House should
have control over the appropriation, bint I would

bave this Bill sent up in resolutions,
and then hawa it framed in la House of Assem-

:bly in sccordance with those resolutions,

Hon. Arronney Gusmmar: ‘I do not rise,

s seat bere again after another eleotion, But if
we are sent here to exercise a calm and delibers
ate judgment upon what concerns the interests
of pople, let 1t be understood. Therefore,
I would have the question theroughly agitated
through the country, and I would not fear the re-
sult. If it were explained to the people, I feel
assured that they would not hesitate to confide
to this branch of the Legislature liberty to have
some control over those items separately ; be-
cause, as the elective franchise is now constitut-
ed, I would have confidence that no gentleman
would be returned to this House who would be
80 thoroughly carried away by party feeling as
to vote for merely party purposes,

Hon. Mr. Lorp: I am glad to bear the senti-
ments of his honor the Attorney General upon
this question. It has always been a source of
annoyance to me, since I had a seat bere, to have
the Afpruprinion Bill sent ap here in this way ;
and I hope that, if we are spared to meet bere
again, that we will take up the question and make
s determined stand against having this Bill sent
here in this manner.
