DECREASE IN WHEAT CROP.

Washington, Oect, 13.—Preliminary
official reports to date indicate that
the 1911 European wheat crop will
go on record as -a fairly close third
in magnitude to the banner ones of
the two preceding years, according to
the Department o. Agriculture crop
reported. Ahe estimates for eight
countries of Europe are 1,716,905,000
bushels, as compared with 1,747,697,-
000 bushels last year. “The deficiency
in the European crop due to a de-
crease of 55,000,000 bushels in the
wheat crop of Canada and -of - 11,-
500,000 bushels in that harvested
last spring in British India.

In Argentine, Chile, Uruquay and
Australia, agricultural prospects in
general are unusually promising.
