What Engineers Have 
Done in Mesopotamia.
An account of the , engineering de­

velopments which have been brought 
about in Mesopotamia under war con­
ditions is given in the January num­
ber of The Times Engineering Sup­
plement, which has just been publish­
ed.

The extent of the work that has 
been done can perhaps scarcely be 
realized except by those who have 
actually been in the country. It in­
cludes the construction of a port near 
Basrah where large ships can come 
alongside wharves for the discharge 
of their cargo’; the provision of many 
vessels suitable for the intricate nav­
igation of the Tigris; the organiza­
tion of large repair shops for the 
maintenance of these vessels and 
other purposes; and the laying of 
many lines of railway, some of which 
will no doubt play an Important part 
in the future development of a coun­
try of great possibilities.—Ex.

The Silent Navy.
Lord JeiUcoe on the Sailor’s • 

Handicap.
Lord Jellicoe, addressing the boys 

at St. John’s School, Ealing, said that 
a sailor’s training was always in the 
direction of making him act and not 
speak, and that was carried so far 
in the Navy that strict silence in 
carrying out all work was insisted 
on. Proceeding, he said:—

The result of naval training, there­
fore, is that a naval officer is, as a 
rale, not able to express himself In 
argument, and Is consequently some­
what handicapped in work of admin­
istration when it necessitates argu­
ment with people who are trained to 
speak. That is one ot the weakest 
points of naval administration, be­
cause people composing the Govern­
ment are always trained speakers. 
This is only natural, because a man 
comes to the front In political circles 
by his ability to speak In public, and 
this Is the method by which he Influ­
ences his fellow-men to vote for him 
and put him Into positions of respon­
sibility. But in Judging men In after 
life, do not be Influenced entirely by 
what they say. Make certain that 
they are able to act as well as to talk.

Because the Navy Is silent as to Its 
work you should not assume that It 
Is not working and fighting flaffly. We 
must leave the enemy to do the talk­
ing.

There was no doubt whatever that 
the courage being shown in this con­
flict was of a far higher character 
than had ever been witnessed before. 
He was talking with a distinguished 
admiral some months ago about the 
difficulty of selecting officers and men 
for decoration for gallant deeds, and 
the admiral said, “You know I am 
always having to raise the standard 
of courage, otherwise everybody 
would be decorated.”—Ex.
