eation to affairs of State, has been
more than once defined during the
years of strife through which we have
safely passed, and more emphasis has
becn put upon that one <word, than
upon any other in the whole vocabu-
lary. And what is it—this “duty”
which has been upon the lips of so
many. Isn’t it after all a moral ob-
ligation by which a person or, persons
may be bound, or a sense of obliga-
tion regarding what one feels con-
strained to do, for some particular
reason or in some particular case.
In the latter category let us take the
soldiers who fought in the war, now
heppily ended, primarily the soldiers
of the Royal Newfoundland Regiment.
They felt constrained to do their duty,
to carry out their obligations to their
country, because of the watriotic
spirit which imbued them and they
freely sacrificed everything, in numer-
ous instances, even life itself, to fulfil
gnd carry out this duty which was,
with theém, the keeping of a moral
obligation to their fellowmen. Wit

many of them “the path of duty was
the way to-glory,” and they have
gone into the golden West, leaving be-
hind a record of heroism and gallantry
second to none of all who fought in
the Great War., But to those who
came out of the cauldron of war.
maimed for life, and incapacitated
from heavy work, what of them? Is
there not a maral obligation, hinding
upon certain persons to look after
these men and provide a future for
them?

PUBLIC HEALTH DEPARTMENT,

There were five cases of influenza
reported at the Board of Health Of-
fice yesterday, not any of severe
type. Hospital accomodation is be-
ing provided as quickly as possible at
the Fever hospital, and will be great-
ly increased, in a few days, by the
finishing and furnishing of the upper
ward in the new wing. It is desirable
that the infection should be confined
to the hospital as far as possible, as
a means of preventing the spread
throughout the city.

The Health Inspector has visited
the theatres and found the ventila-
tion and other requirements careful-
ly attended to by the proprietors.
Church authorities have been asked
to keep & strict oversight of the ven-
tilation of the churches.

So far, there is no cause for alarm,
but the Health Authorities are anxi-
ously watching all new .developments

Am_ I my brother's keeper? Al
intelligent readers and’ thinkers will,
I helieve, answer in the affirmative
to this query. It is written that “No
man liveth unto himself.” Society
consists of different units, but each
of these mnits has . some influence
upon those in contact with it. Tak-
ing the teaching profession only, are
we living up to the obligations de-
volvent upom_us as teachers and in-
structors of the young? Honestly
speaking, are we as teachers fulfilling
to the best of our abilities the work
given us to do? You kHiow yourselves
that we often talk abdi®t the Govern-
iment’s Yesponsibility, and the par-
ents’ part in their children’s educa-
tion, but do we, as a rule, seriously
think of all that we are responsible
for? And if we do, are our thoughts
productive of corresponding actions?
Our present low status of education is
sufficient answer. Now, I think, you will
admit that there is no class of men
more intimate  with - the present un-
satisfactory results of our education
than the teachers themselves. Take
any othei class of people and it is ob-

-vious that the work they are engaged
{in is that which occupies most of
}their time, and even if we exclude
the government from the foregoing,
we must note that the government
Iis concerned with all the affairs of
{the country and not education only,
therefore the teachers are the parties
responsible for causing the govern-
ment to give that legislation which is
| essential for better and more wide-
spread educational facilities, and
; more praiseworthy achievement.

If such is true, and who can gain-
say it, then we are not only chained
with a sense of responsibility but we
also stand convicted of having shelv-
ed our responsibilities in the past.
Of course it is no good-to pine over

-what is gone for as Wordsworth says:
i “Nothing can bring back the hour
' of splendour in the grass, of glory in
the flower,” but we can profit by the

!past, believing as an eminent educa~ |

tionalist said, “that the duty of each
generation is to gather up its inheri-
tance from the past, and thus to
serve the present, and prepare better
things for the future.”

_ ‘Here we have the teachers’ ‘watch-
word, “servitude.” How have ‘we
served during our time of engage-
yment? or, to be more explicit , what
| have we left undone and how can we
|best atone for past neglect of owr
responsibilities?
