Garafbaxa Railway By-law.—The

Funeral of the Hon. Mr. Blair.
The remains of the Hon. A. J. Fergus- 

son Blair reached Wellington Square on 
Friday morning. The corpse was follow­
ed to the station at Ottawa by the Gover­
nor General, all the members of the Cabi­
net who were at Ottawa, and the officers 
of the Departments. The car, draped in 
mourning was brought directly through 
from the Capital to Wellington Square. 
The body was followed from the latter 
station to the family burying ground by 
a number of friends, among whom were 
the following : The two remaining bro­
thers of the deceased, D. Stirton, Esq., 
M. P. ; Sheriff Grange, Judge Kingsmill, 
James Cowan, Esq., of Galt, T. W. Saun­
ders and Jas. Webster jr., Esqr’s, besides 
the Hon Sam’l Mills, Jas.

M. P., and friends from Toronto, Berlin, 
Fergus, Waterdown, and a large portion 
of the inhabitants of Wellington Square.

Startling Revelations !

Increased Military Vigilance 
in Ireland.

BY ATLANTIC CABLE.
Brussels. Jan. 3—Le Nord newspaper 

has receive, intelligence from Paris that 
the headquarters of the Fenian brother­
hood on the continefitüave been discov­
ered in the Faubourg du Temple, Paris, 
and have been seized by the French po­
lice A large quantity of letters and docu­
ments revealing the plans of the organi­
zation, and a list of the head centres of 
the brotherhood, were found on the pre­
mises, and have been forwarded by the 
French authorities to London. The ac­
count in Le Nord also states that among 
the documents brought to light was one 
containing the details of a plot for de­
stroying a portion of the British channel 
fleet, by fire. Other papers of a similar 
character have been discovered, all of 
which have been placed in the hands of 
the British Governments.

London, Jan. 2.—The examination of 
Desmond, Allan and others, alleged tube 
implicated in the Clerkenwell gaol ex­
plosion, has resulted so far in producing, 
no satisfactory evidence as to their crimi­
nality, and leaves the affair almost aa 
much a mystery as it was before the in­
vestigation commenced. The magistrate 
has adjourned the examination one week.
