Two Old Residents Dead.

Mr. Peter Anderson, a pioneer of the
Forest City, died at his residence, 745 Elias
street, on Saturday after an illness of three
weeks, DMr. Anderson was a biother of
Murray Anderson, was 83 vears of age, and
was born at Lundy’s Lane, near Niagara,
on Christmas Day, 1810. Mr. Ander-
son, together with his parents, resided
in that section of the - Province
for upwards of 30 years, and underwent all
the bardships of early life in a backwoods
tettlement. About 1840 he removed to
Markham, where he remained but a suorg
time, coming west to what was known as
London—a small hamlet congisting of a
few log houses. Here Mr. Anderson re-
mained a few years, when he took up farm
land near St. Johns. For twenty years his
ettention was occupied on the farm, and
accurmulating considerable wealth, he
again took up his residence in the ecity,
occasionally working at the carpentering.
Deceased leaves two sons—Edward, of
Dundas street east, and John, of Cleve-
land—and one duughter, Ada, who resides
at home. The funeral will take place to-
morrow.

Mrs. M. Angus, a native of Suffolk, Eng-
land, died at the residence of her son, Mr.
Maxwell Angus, 904 Elias street, this morn-
ing. Deceased had been a resident of Lon-
don and St. Marys upwards of 40 years,
Four sons and two daughters are left to
mourn the loss of a loving and devoted
mother. Maxwell lives in this city and
the three other sons reside in California,
Baginaw, Mich., and the Northwest re-
epectively, and the daughters are Mre.
Williams, of Brantford, and Mrs. Herring-
ton, of Toronto.

Rev. W. J. Ciark, First Presbyterian
Church, prefaced his sermon Sunday even-
ing by briefly replying to a question asked
him by a young man, “‘Is i: right to at-
tend the theater?” It could not be
answered by simple *‘yes” or **10,” said he.
He did not thirk any church or convoca-
ticn, preacher or priest, had the right to lay
down a specific rule in regard to such a
Guestion. It must be looked on in a per-
sonal relation, One must ask himself: *Is
attendance at the theater making me a
better Christian?’ There was another
agpect to it—the effect of one’s example
upon others. If by yielding to the inclina-
tion to attend the theater a person thought
his example was injuring somebody else
then he should resist the temptation for the
sake of his influence upon others. There
were thealers and theaters as there were
books and books. Scmetimes there was a
play presented that was not simply luxury
and pleasure and might do & man good, and
ne believed a strong Christian might attend
a play of that kind. But it was a universal
rule that the habitual theater-goer was not
the best kind of man or woman. Judging
from the posters and in other ways, his im-
pression was that the majority of plays
were distinctly immoral. The financial
side was also important. Many people
were willing to pay $1 or $1 50 to the opera
and would begrudge 25 cents to send the
Gospel to the poor heathen.

THE WILLIAMS RMURDER,
A HMan in Montana Says He Is the
Cuiprit.

Makes an Afidavit and then Escapes—
Deteciive Greer, of Zoronto,
Sent te Moentana,

Bozeuavw, Mont., April 2,.—A stranger
named Robert Dutton, aged 48, entered a
law cffice here Friday night and requested
that an affidavit be taken.

The attorney complied and the stranger
made this deposition:

“I, Robert Dutton, being first duly sworn
°n my solemn oath, do say and depose that
I, and I alone, did Xkill a tarmer and his
wife, who were old people, end are the
same people as one MacWherrell was
a short time ago feund guilty of murder-
ing at Brampton, Canada. 1 swear that
the man MacW herrell, who has just been
found guilty, does not know any more
about the killing ot the old farmer and his
wife than if the judge himselt was accused.
I have just seen an azccount of Mac-
Wherrell being sentenced to be hung in
June, and I make this statement in the
hope thas it may be the means of saving
from the dreadful death of being hung a
man who is utterly guiltless. The other
man, Walker, cannot know anything about
it, for, as I said betore, I did it alone,
and am guilty alone. The farmer was
called Wiiliamson, or some name like that,
I thivk it was Williamson or Williams,
and he used a stiek, I hope you wiil not
hang the man who is sentenced as he is
innocent. I am 48 years old past, and am
Irish. (Signed) Robert Dutton.

**Subscribed to end sworn before me this
30th day of March, 1894. (Signed) W. d.
Stevenson, notary public.”

After signing and swearing to the above
instrument Dutton backed to the door and
made hLis escape, Mr. Stevenson, the
atiorney, dared not uadertake to stop
Dutteon, but as soon as the cffice door was
ciczed he stepped to the telephone znd
rung up the chief of police, J. W, Ponsford.
There was some delay before the officer
could be informed, and Dution made good
his escape. Sheriif Caldwell and his depu-
ties and the chief of police and entire force
started out in search of Dutton. But thei
search has been unavailing.

Stevenson says that Dutton is rather
tall, that he wore a dark suit and was
fairly well dressed. He weighed about 175
pounds, had a stubby, unkempt beard and
very bright eyes. Dutton was in the office
with Notary Stevenson about 25 minutes.
During that time he seemed nervous and
excitel. Ie asked Mr. Steveason to send
his deposition to MacW herrell’s attorney.
He said he thought the attorney’s name
wag Robinette, or some such name, Alr,

Stevenson sent the depesition by mail. Mr. :

Stevenson is himself a Canadian, and with
others of this city is familiar with the pub-
lished accounts of the erime which Dutton
confesses, as well as the trial that was so
lately finished. They all say that Dution’s
story is probably true, and that there is no
good reasen for doubting it.
