Montreal, Nov. 19.—Mgr. Bruchesi,
Archbishop of Montreal, issued a pas-
toral today that has created a good
deal of talk amongst his grace’s own
people.” Taking it altogether, Mgr.

says, Montreal people are
good, but he adds that, besides certain
good qualities, there are many things
which his grace deeply deplores. Are
mot, Mgr. Bruchesi asks, the com-
mandments of God and the church fre-
quently violated, and by those even
who should be models of society? Sun-
day, he says, is not sanctified as it
should be, and as it was in former
years by our fathers. How few, alas,
are the scruples in infringing upon the
grave precept of being present at mass!
On the day which the Lord has re-
served to himself, the archbishop de-
cl.ares, people dispate its propriety, and
give way to pleasure and to frivolous
and dangerous amusements.

London, Nov. 19.—A special dispatch

from Pietermaritzburg, Natal, dated

A runner brings a message from
Ladysmith saying that on Nov. 9 the
Boers attacked that town from the
southwest, but were repulsed by the
Royal Rifles and rifle brigade with
great loss.

On Nov. 14 the Boers made an attack
near Colenso, but were repulsed with a
loss of 800.

Fighting is proceeding at Estcourt.

London, Novs 19.—The war office

posted the following telegram today: |

From Hon. Sir Redvers Buller to tae
Marquis of Lansdowne:

“Cape Town, Nov. 18, 9:35 p.m.—
The following is from the general
commanding at Pietermaritzburg:
v«Poday at 8 a.m., the officers com-
manding our northern outposts re-
ported that the enemy’s mounted pa-
trols were advancing across the vwhol.e
country from Gourton road to Ulundi,
moving on Estcourt. My {force stoo.d
to arms. The outposts :je'ported vari-
ous bodies from 500 to 700 strong, ad-
vancing on Estcourt from a nort»h-
westerly direction. Qne pardy, 500
strong moved toward the railway
bridge, half a mile to the northwest of
Estcourt. Our outposts engaged a
body of the enemy, and one of our
guns fired a shell at 800 yards range,
the shell bursting close to the enemy,
who then nurriedly retired. At 12
o’clock reports were received from three
pickets that a large number of the
Boers were in sight on a hill above
Leslie’s homestead. The troops have
returned to camp.”

THREE MORE MISSING.

The following additional dispatch
was received from Gen. Buller at 6
o’clock this evening: ;

“Cape Town, Nov. 19, 3:30 p.n.—In
connection with my telegram of Nov.
16, referring to the armored tragin at
Estcourt, I have to report that three
more men of the Dublin Fusiliers are
missing, namely: Lance
Brady, Private J. Fitzgerald and
Private E. McGuire.”

Gen. Buller has also telegraplied as
follows:

“Cape Town, Sunday, 3:30 p.m.—A
telegram from the British consul at
Lorenzo Marquez, dated Nowv. 18,
ports that 56 prisoners, captured from
the Estcourt armored train, have
reached Pretoria. I believe "Winston
Churchill is missing, but as yet have
been unable to ascertain for certain.”

A Pretoria dispatch of the 16th says
56 British prisoners, including I&eut.
Winston Churchill, who is woumded,
have arrived here.

ALL QUIET AT ESTCOURT.
London, Monday, Nov. 20.—A. special
dispatch from Estcourt, dated Nov. 19,
says: ‘‘All is quiet here. The enemy
is believed to be encamped six miles
away. Our position is good and our
forces sufficiently strong to repulse at-

| tack.”

REPULSED AT ALL POINTS.

Durban, Natal, Nov. 19.—Tle Times
of Natal publishes the following, dated
Nov. 15, from its special correspona-
ent at Ladysmith: “The enemy made
a determined attack on Thursday, Nov.

i 9. Apparently all the Boer force par-

ticipated. Their artillery opened at 4
a.m., pouring in shell thick and fast
upon the British positions, although
with no great effect. They adopted
the unusual tactics of advancing
under cover of their guns to positions
on ithe ridges and kopjes adjacent to
those occupied by the British troops
on the left of our comp. Continuing
their advance, the Boers crept on, us-
ing every available bit of cover. Our
infantry opened 'with a steady, warm
and accurate fire, which beat back
the enemy notwithstanding a display
of tepacity of purpose equal 'to their
desperate stands on previous occa-
sions. The Boer attack was most

elaborate on all sides of the town. The

main attack, however, was made be-
tween the Free State and Newcastle

At Cassera camp, which proiects the
town'on the southwest, the Manchss-
‘ter Regiment held the positisvn. De-
scending under cover of the PEritish
guns to some distance ca the further
side of the hill, they d:tected several
hundred Boers hiding ia the diteh out
of the way of the British she'ls. They
poured volley after volley into the
enemy, scattering them widely and in-
flicting heavy loss.

Nothing important occurred until
Tuesday, Nov. 14, when a second
force, chiefly cavalry and artiliery, ra-
connoitering, came upon the enemy
near the Colenso road, and drove tnenr
back to their main positions. Our
shell fire was most effective. Our loss
was one man. ‘That same day a Boer
shell killed -a trooper of the National
Mounted Rifles, who was sitting in his
tent. - Our men are
spirits. Ladysmith is able to hold out
for months.

THE STTWWATION.

London, Monday, Nov. 20—5 a.m.—
The morning’s news gives litile ithiat
alters the complexion of the situation.
Since the fight of Nov. 9 matters so
far as known have been fairly quiet ac
Ladysmith. It is not unlikely that the
Boers, badly informed as to the nature
and extent of the British preparations
o march to the relief of the town, may
be halting regarding their next mouve.
The situation in Natal is very com-
plicated, more especially if the reports
that the great Tugela bridge is de-
stroyed are true. The syccess of the
next move on the other side wili de-
pend ‘more upon strategy than upon
superior numbers. The Boers have had
three lines of action open. They can
hold the railway with the force tiey
have at Ennersdale, falling slowly
hack before ithe British advance and
threatening it from Weenen, or, in the
second place, they can advance from
Weenen and try to carry Estcourt, or,
in the third place, they can advance
due south from Weenen to Weston,
cut the railway and blow up the bridge
over Mooi River. If it be true that
there are 10,000 Boers, under Gen. Jou-
bert aud Gen. Botha, marching south
to0 meet the British relief force, neavy
fighting is in store. Nothing is known
with certainty regarding the progress
of the relief column from Durban.

SURPRISED BY THE BOERS.,
London, Nov. 19.—A special dispatch
from Orahnge River camp, under date
of Saturday, Nov. i1, gives fuller de-
tails of the engagement of the previous
day, in which Col. Keith-Falconer, of
the Northumierland Fusiliers, was
killed. The special says:

It was on the Spitzkop that we suf-
fered the serious casualties of the day.
Col. Keith-IFalconer was reconnoiter-
ing there with a small party and ad-
vanced within 400 yards of the enemy
before discovering them. The Boers
zsudd'enly opened fire. Col. Falconer
was the first to fall, shot through the
| chest. Lieut. Wood, who had just re-
| plied to his major’s orders t0 retire,was
. killed by a bullet through his head, and
| Lieut. Hill was wounded in the thigh
lon the same sdot.
| Despite these losses ths officers and
| men never faltered, but retreated cool-
! 1y, covered by the cavalry. The enemy

The bodies of Col. Kei’ h-Falconer and
| Tieut. Wood were brought here, and
i have been buried in a pretty  spot,
{ underneath a kopje overlooking the
| camp. Their burial place is marked

with a cairn of white stones.

Another dispatch says that when Col.
Keith-Falconer was shot through the
| breast he was just going to the as-
‘;sistance of a wounded lieutenant, Be-
van.

Lieut. Brooke, of the Lancers, had a
marvelous escape. He has dismounted
to sketch the Boer position, being at
the time some distance ahead of his
troopers, when 30 Boers opened fire,
and a bullet passed through his leg as
he mounted, the second riddled his hel-
met, and the ‘third killed his horse.
Lieut. Brooke thereupon started to run,
hotly pursued by the Boers, who were
well mounted, and would certainly have
captured him but for an intervening
wire fence. The bullets fell thick
lamund the lieutenant as he climbed
lthis fence, but the Boers stopped pur-

suing him, and, though they peppered
away at him, Brooke escaped unscath-
ed.

How the British Commander General
Symons Met His Death.

London, Nov. 20.—Now, for the first
time, the true story of the war is
benig told. It is more than three
weeks old, and comes by mail, but it
loses none of its thrilling interest
thereby. We know at last why Gen.
Symons ordered that terrible charge
at Dundee, and how he received his
death wound, and we have a vivid pic-
ture of the strange battlefield at
Elandslaagte, which was unlike any-
thing in the previous annals of war,
The following is the Times’ corres-
spondent’s unemotional account of the
bloody day’s work 'when Gen. Symonds
fell:

“As soon as the Boer guns Wwere
silenced by our artillery, Gen. Symons
gave the order for an assaull on
Talana Hill. The hill was distant eight
hundred feet, and the distance to the
top is more than a mile. The first
portion of ithe ascent is gertle and
over open ground to a homestead sur-
rounded by broken woods. ‘Above the
woods, the ground is rough and rocky,
the ascent is steep, and half-way Up
a thick stone wall runs around the
hiill as the fringe of a vvide terrace
of open ground. Above the terrace the
ascent is almost perpendicular, and at
the end of this was the Boer position
on the flat top, so characteristic
African hills.

“Altogether the position seemed im-
pregnable, even if held by a small
body against large forces, and Gen.
Symoms must have had extraordinary
confldence in his mmen when he or-
dered 2,000 of them to take it in the
