“Speaking of hotels," says

fighters in his method of training. In­
stead of putting himself unreservedly 
into the hands of a trainer and follow­
ing implicitly the orders he receives 
for the various exercises as well as 
diet, he dispenses altogether with such 
assistance and trains himself. In this 
he follows the course adopted by some 
of the more modern American pugi­
lists who argue that no trainer can so 
accurately gauge a man’s capabilities 
for work on any given day as the man 
himself. For this reason. Burns often 
takes much less exercise than a train­
er would give him, for if he feels at all 
stale he “takes things easy," shorten­
ing his hours of work in the gymnasi­
um and the distance he walks and 
runs, while on occasions he will do no 
work at all for a day. As a matter 
of fact, when he was training at 
Hampstead for the fight with Palmer, 
two days went by without his working, 
for he had hurt his leg and he was 
not willing to take any chances. As 
everyone knows, it is his extraordin­
ary quickness on his feet which is one 
of his strong points and he has devel­
oped this by much practice. Not that 
he has neglected the use of his hands.
