MEDICAL CARDS.

National Leader Says It Is Independ­
ence—But He Would Always 

Have Canada and Brit­
ain Allies.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Montreal, î\ov. 9.-—Henri Bourassa, 

the Nationalist leader, was accorded 
a reception here tonight, in which a 
large number of French-Canadians 
took part. At the conclusion of Mr. 
Bourassa’s typically Nationalistic 
speech, a resolution was passed, con­
demning the l.aval policy of the Gov­
ernment, and stating' the principle 
that Canada, which has no voice in 
the government of the empire, should 
not assume any share of its external 
responsibilities, nor any part In the 
military defences outside of Canada.

While Bourassa was undoubtedly the 
lion of the occasion, Armand Lavergne, 
F. D. Monk, the former Conservative 
leader of Quebec, and Arthur Gilbert, 
recently-elected member for Drum­
mond and Arthabaska, came in for a 
good share of the honors. All made 
speeches, and were accorded good re­
ceptions. The meeting was, in fact, 
called as a reception for Mr. Gil­
bert.

Mr. Monk delivered a guarded 
speech. He did not go the lengths that 
Mr. Bourassa did, but simply reiter­
ated his position in opposition to the 
Laurier naval policy.

Mr. Bourassa’s Speech.
Mr. Lavergne and Mr. Gilbert spoke 

at some length, dealing largely with 
the Nationalistic movement

Mr. Bourassa dealt with the 
charges of disloyalty made against 
him. and declared that it was high 
time such accusations against French- 
Canadians should cease. They had 
shed their blood for the empire, but 
it seemed necessary now to argue 
their loyalty from every platform. Mr. 
Bourassa paid especial attention to 
several newspapers, notably the To­
ronto World, the Montreal Star, and 
others, who claimed that he had play­
ed on the ignorance of the French- 
Canadians In his propaganda. This he 
disclaimed, and declared his Intention 
of carrying his campaign Into other 
provinces to test the feeling there.

Mr. Bourassa spoke of Sir YVilfrid j 
Laurier, and dared the Libera! lead­
er to open any of the Montreal con­
stituencies. He lilmself would bo a 
candidate should his deli he ac­
cepted, and gave expression of his 
confidence to defeat any candidate 
the Government might name.

C«,. ada's • Ultimate Destiny.
The Nationalist leader declared 

that the ultimate destiny of Canada 
was independence, but so far as he 
was himself concerned, he desired to 
keep the connection between this 
country and the empire as long as 
possible. When the time of independ­
ence did come, he would advocate that 
Canada and Great Britain be allies 
i. peace and ...r.

"We say that the people of Canada 
should be fully Informed of the nature 
and consequences of our imperialistic 
movement," said Mr. Bourassa, "and 
if the majority of the people of this 
country are in favor of it, we will

Bourassa read the following resolu­
tion:

"That tills meeting acclaims the 
lesult of the election in Drummond 
and Arthabaska as the triumph of the 
principle of Canadian autonomy.

1 hat this victory justifies emphati­
cally the attitude adopted on the navy 
bill by Mr. Monk, member of Jacques 
Cartier, and by the federal repre­
sentatives who supported him.

"That it shows that the people want 
to he consulted before being dragged 
into a new policy of imperial militar­
ism.

“That this meeting approves and 
ratifies the verdict rendered by the 
electoral division of Drummond and 
Arthabaska, reaffirms the will of the 
Canadian people to uphold the right 
of the British crown in Canada, de­
clares itself ready to approve all ne- 

_ cessary and efficient measures to make 
j sure tile defence of Canadian terri­
tory, but 11. considers as contrary to 
the principles of Canadian autonomy 
and to the real unity of the empire 
any policy tending to impose upon 
Canada, that has no voice in the gov­
ernment of the empire, any share of 
its external responsibilities and its 
military defence outside of the Can­
adian territory the only portion of the 
empire upon which the Canadian peo­
ple may exercise any political or 
constitutional rights."

The speaker dramatically called for 
a showing of hands in favor of the 
resolution, and there were none who 
voted against it.

It is understood that Mr. Bourassa 
will make an effort to carry his pro­
paganda into Ontario, where he says 
he has been systematically misrepre­
sented.

Hoxsey, five minutes after the open­
ing bomb, began a flight for altitude 
in an endeavor to win the $2,509 prize 
offered by the American and the Star 
to the first aviator to reach during 
this meet a height of 19.000 feet. Hox­
sey scored only 5,330 feet.

At the height named his motor went 
wrong, and he was compelled to de­
scend In a series of glides, the last 
one being from a height of about 3.500 
feet.
