Favors Reciprocity.
Mr. Angus McLish, of Parkhill, said 

he had not Intended to make a speech, 
but he would not be true to himself or 
true to his party if he did not speak 
a word in favor of reciprocity. Two 
parties in this country were debating 
the reciprocity question, the one class 
composed chiefly of the manufacturers, 
opposing the agreement, and on the 
other hand the farmers, who are in 
sympathy with reciprocity. Recipro­
city could not fall to benefit the farm­
ers, in that it would give them two 
markets instead of one. If the Liver- 
pool prices of wheat were not so high 
as the American, the Canadian farmer 
could sell his wheat freely in the 
American market. Canadian hogs 
would no longer be debarred by a pro­
hibitive tariff from the higher prices 
of the Buffalo market.

The Barley Market.
There was no danger of American 

barley invading Canada. The Ameri- 
can farmer is no fool, and he would 
not seek a market in Canada at GO 
cents per bushel when he could secure 
90 cents at home.

In that case the 
Canadian farmer, still obliged to pay 
a prohibitive tariff, would be unable 
to compete in the American market 
with these countries Reciprocity 
means a preference in the American 
market for Canadian farm produce. 
To the Quebec farmer it would be an 
incalculable boon, since hay, which 
now sells at from $10 to $13 per ton 
in Canadian markets, would bring 
from $15 to $22 in the American mar- 
ket. In the same way the Maritime 
Canadians would secure correspond­
ingly higher prices for their fish with 
which their own markets are now 
over-tilled. The reciprocity agreement, 
by knocking off some of the duty on 
finished products, would lower the 
selling price of many food necessities. 
Hence the cry from the pork packers 
and others. Hitherto the tariff had 
been calculated to keep down the price 
to the producer and raise it to the con-

strongest man, and support him all 
the way through.

The value of higher prices in the 
United States for hay, stock and other 
farm products wee largely discounted 
by the duty which must be paid into 
the pockets of a third party, the United 
States treasury, and which to thus lost 
entirely to the Canadian producer. 
While hay to urgently needed in New 
York, Canadian hay is largely debarred 
by a duty of $4 per ton.

This 
in itself was a keen disappointment, 
as the Liberals counted on receiving 
much inspiration from him.

Pact and West Middlesex.
Mr. Ross was present, and spent 

part of the evening in discussing reci­
procity personally with those present. 
He pointed out its advantages to the 
electors, who were not slow to real­
ize how much good the pact would 
accomplish for West Middlesex. There 
is a strong feeling in favor of the 
agreement in this riding, and there Is 
every indication that Mr. Ross will be 
returned by a largely-increased ma­
jority.

In spite of the comparatively small 
crowd, Mr. Ross could not get out of 
making a speech. He spoke tor fifteen, 
minutes, briefly outlining the salient 
features of the issue.

History Favors it.
History was altogether in favor of 

the position taken by Sir Wilfred 
Laurier and the Government on this 
question. Ever since Canada was 
united into one federation. It had been 
the aim of every statesman on both 
sides of Parliament to arrange a re- 
siprocal agreement touching natural 
products. One was arranged, but it 
lasted only a few years, and was 
abrogated in 1866. During this time, 
the country prospered at a marvellous 
rate. It was abrogated for the pur­
pose of clubbing Canada into annex­
ation with the United States. It failed 
of its purpose, but all the leaders of 
public opinion since that time has mate 
every effort to have the agreement re­
stored.

Mr. Ross charged the Conservative 
leaders with deserting their historic 
principles. It was particularly serious 
In this case, as they were deserting a 
cause that would prove of undoubted 
benefit to the farmers of the Domin­
ion.

Larger Markets.

In reply to a question why the en- 
tire duty was not removed on pork, 
Mr. King said that the American duties 
were so much higher than the Cana­
dian duties that the Americans were 
unwilling to throw off the duty alto- 
gether. The Canadians were refusing 
to make their duty any lower than the 
American; hence the Americans had 
greatly reduced their tarif: in many 
cases, the Canadians only slightly. 
This, said Mr. King, was one of the 
strong features of the agreement from 
the Canadian standpoint.

Had the agreement come into force 
a year ago. the Canadian consumer 
would have saved between two and 
three million dollars, according to an 
estimate by the clerks of the customs 
departments.

No Fear of Disloyalty
"We have no fear of disloyalty aris­

ing through Increasing the enjoyment 
and advantages of the Canadian peo­
ple." said Mr King In conclusion. 
"The freedom of trade now enjoyed by 
the people of England was also due to 
the people of Canada. The British 
flag stands for liberty and freedom, 
and the tariff reformers of England 
should not be allowed to dictate the 
trade policy of this country."
