Soon after Doyle arrived in London
he had a talk with American newspap- |
ermen, to whom he gave the impres- |
sion that he found Casement confined |
in a cell in the Tower of London, and
that Casement, having told him It was |
damp, he (Doyle) applied to the offi- |
cials to transfer Casement to Brixton, |
which was done the next day. Inde-
pendent inquiries by the New Y(‘rk}
Times correspondent having elicited the |
information from the British officials
that Casement was transferred to |
Brixton on May 15 last, the corre- |
spondent today asked Doyle how the
two statements could be reconciled.
Dovle expressed regret that he had
given the impression, admitting that
Casement was in Brixton Jail when
(Doyle) arrived in England.

During the last few days rumors
have been current in certain restricted
quarters that Sir Roger was being
made to suffer considerable inconven-
ience not to say worse, during his in-
carceration pending trial. It was add-
ed that he had been debarred from |
receiving such articles as and |
sent him by friends outside,
while necessary baths were totally |
denied him.

Failed To Prove

The originator of these reports was
requested by the New York Times |
correspondent either to vouch for their
accuracy by a personal statement over !
his own name or by some documentary |
other reliabhle evidence. Such evi-
was promised for today, but it}

not yet forthcoming. Inquiries made |
in official quarters elicited the fol- |
lowing report:

(Casement was lodged in the tower
only one week. When brought to |
Kngland he was put in Brixton Prison. |
Then the military authorities took
charge of him while it was a question
whether he should be tried by court- |

artial. When it was decided that in |
view echiefly of the fact that his ar-|
rest antedated the proclamation of |
martial law in Ireland, he should be |
trled by civil process law, he was
again removed to Brixton. |

Well Looked After.

While Casement was a prisoner in |
tower the governor took special|
pains to see he was well looked after, |
sending him a tub from his (‘-u:nf
apartments. The governor also sent |
the prisoner a glass of port daily
luncheon from his own table and
ports say the governor is a good judge
of port and that Casement thinks so |
too. Tower antiquarians believe that
the Casement lodgings there were once |
occupied by Queen Mary.

When retransferred to
Casement was accommodated
hospital ward and accorded the gen-
eral treatment of a first-class de-
meanant. The prison regulations also
are strict as regards the cleanlinesy of
rrisoners, and as one official ohserv-
ed:  “In the unlikely event of Case- |
ment being reluctant to bathe. he
would have been required to comply |
with the rules.”
