Three minor accidents punctuated a 

tense afternoon of motorcycle races at 
Queen's Park yesterday. None of them 
resulted seriously, although nothing but 
great good fortune saved the riders from 
greater injury.

Moffatt, the former speed cop from 
Galt, was in second place in the 5-mile 
standing start, stock side-car event, and 
was taking the lead when his machine 
overturned. He was thrown Into the 
air in a series of somersaults, but suf­
fered only minor bruises. After having 
his injuries attended to, he gamely an­
nounced that he would enter in the five- 
mile open. And he later won the event.

The other two spills were also suffered 
on the turns, but aside from the fact 
that the riders were forced from the 
race with damaged machines, the re­
sults were not serious.
