was nevermade. The decision, if it was made, 
was, it seems to us, a most judicious one. 
To require*an intelligent and a conscientious 
man to do what he Miows must result in a 
wanton waste of property and a dreadful 
waste of life seems to be most unreasonable. 
But this seems to be precisely the kind of 
order signalled by Admiral Try on and obeyed 
by Admiral Markham. The Times, in its 
article on “The Loss of the Victoria,” 
commenting upon the distance that the 
ships were apart, says :

Here we have the root of the whole disas­
ter. The columns being at six cables, or
1.200 yards apart, the two leading ships 
were ordered to tuyn inwards towards each 
other, hud the ships behind them to follow

no more in succession on. the same course. If the 
original distance between the columns had 
been sufficient to allow the two columns to 
remain after the evolution at a safe distance 
apart, there would be no serious exception 
to be taken to the manoeuvre contemplated 
by Sir George Try on. It is, however, im­
portant to observe that the evolution in 
question is not one contemplated, pre­
scribed or specially provided for in the 
signal book, and that, as will be seen from 
Admiral Markham’s despatch and its en­
closures, a special signal had to be made for 
its execution. But with columns dis­
posed at only six cables’ length apart, 
such an evolution was physically impossible 
of' execution. The turning circle of the 
Victoria is known by actual experiment to 
have been approximately 600 yards in dia­
meter. It variety somewhat, according as 
the ship turned to port or to starboard, but 
with b >th engines going ahead and the 
helm hard over the mean circle would be 
approximately 600 yards in diameter, at full 
speed, and at half speed rather more. If 
one engine was going ahead and the other 
astern the diameter of thff circle would be 
reduced one-third—to approximately 400 
yards. It is probable that in the turn­
ing circle the Camperdown does not 
differ materially from that ' of 
the Victoria. Now, if these two ships, 
steaming at the same speed, and being just
1.200 yards apart, turn towards each other 
with their helms hard over, il is geometri­
cally certain that they must come into collision 
at the point where tneir turning circles touch 
each other or intersect," The Italics are ours.

It is easy to 
see that an issue placed before tha oountry 
as Mr. Laurier placed the trade issue at the 
Ottawa convention, is really no issue at alL 
“ I **y,” said Mr. Laurier, “ the policy 
should be a policy of free trade, such as 
they have it in England, but I am sorry to 
say that the circumstances of the oountry 
cannot admit at present of that policy in its 
Entirety, but I propose to you that from 
this day hence forward it should be the 
goal to which we aspire.”

It is easy to see how wide a margin Mr. 
Laurier allowed himself and his colleagues, 
when he proposed as the policy of his party, 
one that the circumstances of the country 
do not permit of being adopted—“at 
present," There can be no “ square fight ” 
upon such an issue. It will be simply a 
skirmish with an enemy, who considers 
dodging the most effective kind of tactics.

The Dominion

At a conference held last week between 
Hon. T M. Daly and Mr. A. M. Burgess, 
on the one hand, and the members of the 
Provincial Government on the other, the 
status of titles to lands in the railway belt, 
and the delimitation of the belt, were dis­
cussed in detail. As a result, Hon Mr. 
Daly agreed to submit a minute to his 
Executive, embodying a method of settle­
ment which will, it is thdught, be accept­
able to both Governments.

Regarding the Songhees Indian reserve, 
Hon. Mr. Daly expressed the desire of the 
Dominion Government to meet the views of 
the Provinoe in relation to the surrender of 
the reserve, conditioned on just and suit­
able provision being made for the Indians. 
To this end an effort will be made almost 
immediately to negotiate with the tribe, 
and it is hoped good counsel will prevail 
and that coercive measures will not have to 
be resorted to.

UNDESERVED BLAME.nnmer-
THE EXTRA SESSION.

The United States Congress will meet in 
less than two weeks. Speculation is busy 
in conjecturing what will be done when the 
representatives of the people meet for the 
despatch of business. What will that busi­
ness be ? Will it be merely to repeal the 
Sherman Act, or will. attempts be made to 
regulate the currency by some other law 1 
Is the Sherman law to have a substitute ? 
Will a free coinage bill be introduced t 
Will anything be done with the tariff? Is 
the tariff reform whioh the people have 
been promised'to be commenced during the 
extra session ? What is to be the length of 
that session ? Will it be of only three or 
four weeks’ duration, or will it last until 
this time next year ? There are all sorts of 
rumors afloat, and any number of predic­
tions have been ventured.-, Bat, although 
the time of the meeting of Congress is so 
near, no one seems to have any very clear 
idea of what it will do or attempt to do.

There are some stalwart Democrats of the 
Cleveland school who say that all that is 
required to be done at the present drisis is 
to repeal so much of the Sherman Act as 
oompels the Government to purchase 4,500,- 
000 ounces of silver every month. This is all 
that needs to be done to restore confidence. 
And the restoration of confidence is ail that 
is required to put business in the United 
States on a firm footing once more. These 
men say that the general business of the 
country is sound, that there has been no’ 
over- trading, and nothing has been done by 
the mercantile community to derange busi­
ness or to bring on a crisis. The want of 
confidence whioh has beep caused by the 
Government’s accumulation of silver and the 
fear that the Government will be compelled 
to rediem its paper with silver has been al­
most the sole cause of the financial trouble 
whioh has so greatly disturbed the whole 
oountry. Let the Government stop buying 
silver, they say, and business will be again 
in a healthy condition. This is what Con 
grass has been convened to do, anfl this u 
what, if the President’s advice is followed, 
it will do. Nothing more is urgently re 
quired, and it 'is expected that nothing 
morç will be done. “ The purpose of the 
extra session,” says the New York Times, 
“ is to stop the purchase of silver and the 
issue of Treasury notes.” After drawing a 
contrast between the financial position of 
Australia and that of the United States, the 
Times goes on to say :

impaired ; its methods are essentially safe 
and sound. It has been for the moment re­
duced to costly inaction by the culmination 
of reasonable fears aa to the steady main­
tenance of gold payments.

It may be 
very much greater. But the loea already 
incurred may be made up and the future 
may be guarded, perfectly by simply stop­
ping the purchase of silver. Then the busi­
ness of the oountry will go on safely and 
profitably. The whole business community, 
and those depending on them, which means 
the whole population, await that action by 
Congress. lilt be not taken, the people are 
masters, and they will know bow to make 
their servante obey.

It may be said that the President of the 
United States is not a despot, and it is as 
likely as not that Congress, when it meets, 
trill disregard hie advice. This is possible, 
bat under the circumstances it is not likely. 
The President, in this matter, evidently 
speaks and acts as the great majority of the 
people of ; the United States would have him 
speak and act. With the people at hie 
back, the President ie very powerful He 
oan dictate to his party the policy that most 
be pursued, and many who like neither him 
nor hie policy, will find it necessary to sub­
mit to his guidance.

The San Francisco Call, In the article 
about the strengthening of the fortifications 
ot Esquimalt harbor, says : “ The idea is to 
give Great Britain an impregnable naval 
station at that point. This will go far to 
secure her naval dominance on the Pacific, 
unless we adopt counteracting measures. 
Esquimalt will be to our Pacific Coast what 
Halifax is to our Atlantic seaboard, but 
within closer striking distance. ”
