FRANCE AND ENGLAND.
.
A Cordial Understanding in Relation to Affairs
at Tripoli—Advice for the Turk.

Loxpos, J#28.—The correspondence

between England and France relating to af-
fairs in Tripoli has been issued. A des-
patch from Lord Granville, foreign minister,
to Lord Lyons, ambassador to France, on
the 15th instant, states that in view of the
unquestioned incorporation of Tripoli-in
the Turkish empire, as well as’its proximity
to Egypt, her majesty’s government could
not.-regard interference, of whatever des-
¢ription, on the part of France in Tripoli
in"the same manner as they did the occur-
srences at Tunis.
Lord Lyons having laid the substance of
“the despatch before St: Hilaire, the French
foreign minister, was assured by him that
France regarded Tripoli as indisputably
part of the Ottoman empire, and had no
futeution/whatever either of invading it or
attempting” to establish exclusive or pre-
dominent influencein that country. The
remonstrances addressed to the porte, he
said, had been mild and friendly, and had
ndt been made till France had very good
reason to believe ‘that Turkish emissaries
from, Tripoli had been stirring up
disaffection at Tunis. * The porte had been
warhed of the danger which must ensue if
a fire was lighted in Tripoli ‘which would
spread to Tunis ; and it had been assured
that if, contrary to her hopesand wishes,
France was driven to militaryfmeasures,
she would {ake defensive measures only,
and the Frecch troops would not cross
the frontier - of Tripok.. The French min-
ister declared it woild be a gceat sorrow
to him if anything sheuld occur to weaken
the close and cordial understanding be-
tween France and England in regard to
Egypt.

The correspondence concludes with a
despatclt from Lord Granville to Lord
Dufferin, ambassador at Constantinople,
instructing him to advise the porte- to ex-
ercise great prudence in not giving causes
of plausible complaint to France.
