'THE GRAND LAKE TRAGEDY.

The uncertainty surrounding the
deaths of Tower and Elhot‘t

Oapt. Sypher says he that was at Grand
Lake the Sunday the funeral of the late
Wm. Elliott and Wm, Tower took place and
was present, and he found the real cause of
the men's death appeared to be about as
much of & mystery as ever.

A NEW RIFLE NECESSARY.

The German Army forced to discard
the recently adopted repeater.

Hardly bad the vast army of Germany
completed its armament with its new repeat-
jog rifles than it was found that the latter
Wepe §0 gomplauly ioferior to wespons of
smaller calibre that an entire change was im-

ratively meceesary. A new pattern -has
non decided upon, and the manufacture of
the new rifle is to be carried on with the ut-
mast energy. The magazine‘rifle now to be
discarded, was perfocted only last spring, and
the reeerves were byt recently called out for
tho first time to learn its use., The inade-
quacy of tho rifle only came to light during
these courses of musketry instruction to the
reserves. Its defects are partly inherent to
the riffe itself, and partly to the ammunition
bitherto in use. They become especially ap-
parent when compared with the repeating
rifles which have been adopted by Franca,
Russis, Austria and England. The chief
fault of the German repeater was its heavy
calibre of eleyen millimetres as against the
eight millimetres of the French. Germany
could not sdopt this emall calibre at first,
owing to the fact that she lacked hoth suit-
able powder and bullets. It is only recently
that she has succeeded in paoducing a powder
of six times the strength of that hitherta in
use, and jo inventing a kind of steel ocoating
for the bullets which will prevent the rapid
leadening of ihe barrel. A great advantage
of the new powder in connection with the
small-calibre bullets, is its superior penetrat-
ing effect. The bullete will pierce three
horses, one beside the other. They will pene-
trate steel plates of thirty milligetres in
thickoess, whereas the present rifle pierces
ooly a five millimetre steel plates. The Ger-
man military administiatiod considers it ab-
solutely necessary to introduce the improved
weapoh as soon as possible. The expense
will be enormous as the existing rifles cannot
b_c;llltemd a8 was the case with the magazine
rifle.
