ADDRESSES POURED IN,

How His Execellency Was Congratalated by
the Clergy, the National Socleties, Ete.
Inthe drawing-room of the Queen’s His

Excellency received addresses from various

representative bodies. The Mayor and Re-

ception Committee were present by special in-
vitation. - The first address was from the

Bishop, clergy and lay representatives of the

Synod of the Diocese of Toroato. In the

absence of the Bishop in England 1t was pre-

sented by Archdeacon Boddy, who was ac-
companied by Rev. John Pearson, Hon.

Clerical Secretary of the Synod, Dr. J. George

Hodgins, Hon. Lay Secretary, and a large

number of the clergy. The address commenced

with the usual protestations of loyalty, and
then stated that they valued the presence of

Her Majesty’s representative as a pledge of

the essential unity of the Empire and a guar-

antee for a continuance of the blessings of
peace and prosperity. They doubted not that
the same traditional loyalty which had for so
many’ centuries characterized the venerable

Mother Church would ever mark the Church

of England in Canada. Heaven's choicest

blessing on Lord Stanley’s administration
was invoked.

His Excellency made a brief reply. He
was happy to acknowledge the spirit of loyal-
ty which pervades every portion of Her Ma-
jesty’s dominions, ‘‘and,” said he, *“by no
means is it the least felt in this great Domin-
ion which, though it unites many persons
originally of many different nationalities and
doubtless of many religious persuasions, con-
tains those who almost all unite in that devo-
tion to Her Majesty’s person and throne of
which you have borne such eloquent testi-
mony to-day.” Continuing, His Excellency
said he earnestly trusted and confidently be-
lieved that nothing wonld endanger the unity
of the Empire,  As the world got older they
hoped it would get wiser.  Whether in civil
life or in the cburch they recognized that toler-
ation had its place more now than at an earlior
period of the world’s history. By conciliation,
without sacrificing princivl s they held dear,
much might be done to ensure peace. Refer-
ence had been made to his political life, but
he reminded them that anyoue occupying his
office ceased to be a politician. In conclusion
he hoped that true principles would guide him
safely to a righteous adwmninistration,

8t. George’s Society Address,
It was just 3 o’clock in the afternoon when
the officers and prominent members of St.
George's Society were marshalled into the
drawing room. Mayor Clarke introduced
each, member of the delegation to His Excel-
léney, who responded with a warm clasp of the
band and a hearty shake.

From the Sons of England.

On returning to the hotel from the Beard of
Trade, His Excellency received an address
from the Grand Lodge officers and members of
the Sons of England Benevolent Scciety. The
address was preseuted by Dr. 8. B. Pollard,
M. W. G. P, who was accompanisd by the
whole of the officers, who signed the address,
and also by Dr. J. 8. King, R. Chaddick,
Thos. Claxton, Wm, Barker, Win. Toms. etc.
The address was oue of the most elegant in
design His Lordship lLas yet received. It is
in the shape of an album richly bound in mor-
occo and beautifully illuminated. The Union
Jack, English rose and the old English stand-
ard udorn the front page, whilst the maple
and rose leaves entwined adorn the remalning
pages. The address itself is replete with sen-
tences of feulty and loyalty to the British
Crown and the representative of Her Majesty
in Canada, and one paragraph saye:

Our society founded but fourteen years ago
and now numbering five thousand 13 composed
of Englishmen and their descendants, united
by fraternal ties for tho promotion of their
mutual welfare and social well-being.

The Army and Navy Veterans assembled at
the Temperance Huil about 4 o’clock, at.d balf
an hour later marched down, two deep, to the
Queen’s Hotel. They were under the com-
mand of Mr. John Nunn (late 16th Foot), snd
numbered about fifty. Among those who at-
tended the parade, or who met the colwmn at
the hotel, were : Lieut.-Col. Grusett, late
Grenadiers ; Lieut.--Col. Dawson, 47th
regiment ; Lieut.-Col. Fred Denison, Capt.
Drayton, late 16th regiment; Capt. Beales, late
10thregiment; Capt. Hobbs, late 40th regiment;
Lieut. Foy, late 1st Royal Dragqons; Lieat.

The address was read by Oapt, Drayton,

who, in a few introductory remarks, axplainad
that it was at the request of the President,
John Nuon, formerly a member of his own
regiment, that he had accepted t'ie duty pro-
perly belouging to the President of the Suci-

1 ety. Theaddress said among other things:

Our associntion i composed of men of all
ranks who have served in the regular forces
of Her Majesty, and numbers amongst 1ts
members representatives who have fought for
Queen and country in almost every battle in
which Her Majesty's forces have been engaged
during the present century, and we take this
opportunity of assuring her most gracious
majesty, through you, her august representa-
tive,of our unswerving toyalty Lo her and to Lhe
British Empire,

In reply His Excellency said that he was
extremely grateful for the address presented
to bim by the veterans. He had not served
80 long or so honorably as many of those pre-
sent, but he knew the loyalty which pervaded
all, and consequently he would not auswer the
address in very many words. Those who had
worn Her Majesty’s uniform always felt a sen-
timent of loyalty which remained with them
in their later years. He wished he had had
the experience of many of the veterans now be-
fore him, There was nothing 1n which sub-
Jects of Her Majesty more delighted than ‘in
that freedom under equal lnws such as was
found in this country and which bound her
subjects together Lere,

The velerans were preceded in their march
to the hotel by a carriage containing five old
soldiers whose advanced age entitled them to
a drive to the common - destination, They
were Col.-Ser¢t. Kay, late 13th Regt.; Jaines
Banks, hon. East 1ndia Company’s Service ;
Samuel Dunbar, late 86th Regt.; A. Mec-
Donald, late 93rd Highlanders ; and Ed.
Reeyes, late 60th Regt.

The Sous of Scotla’s Welcome.

The St. Andrew’s Society was next on the
list, and the veterans having bidden farewell
to His Excellency the Scotsmen filed in to the
number of forty or fifty. Their address was
read by Dr. Daniel Clark, Vice-Prosident of
the society, und it said, after a declaration of
loyalty to the old flag :

Your Excollency will also find that men of
Scottish name and raco ocenpy no menn place
in (he history of this Canaca of ours, thatin all
the walks of life the sons of the hoensther hold
positions among (he foremost. Though con-
scious that our first duty is to the land of our
adoption we cherish the memory of the old
land and think that no harm is domo by striving
to cultivate here some of the sturdy qualities
of our forefathers, Notall who come to this
country are blessed wilh a superfluity of this
world's goods, many who come require assist-
ance ul first (o give thom a start, and this is the
primary reason for the existence of this socicty,
Formed ﬂttj-two yoears age for the purpose of
assisting destitule Scotch immigrants our
work has been quielly carried on ever since
with very gratifying results,

His Excellency thanked the society for the
kind terms used 1n the address, which assured
him, as the Queen’s representative, of the
loyalty of its members to Her Majesty and
her throne. He knew that no hearts beat
with a warwer devotion to the person of the
Queen. A love for the land of one’s adoption
did not interfere with a love for the land of
one’s birth or ancestry. Wherever energy
could overcome the furces ot nature it was
pretty certain that geutlemen of Scottish
nationality would be pioneers in the field. He
hoped that the good qualities of Scottish
character would long animate the members of
the society in their good work and with the
satue good results.
