“Arnold’s immoralities caused frequent
and surprised comment of Japanese every-
where, who ‘have been long under the de-
lusion that Englishmen and Americans were
all Christians and followed puritanic modes
of life. Actuated by the same motives of
shielding the impurities of his own life
Hdwin A:nold bad made attacks upon the
work of the missionaries.”

Mr. Bartlett was a member of the facul-
;g of the greas Doshisha University, at

yito, Japan, when Sir Edwin went there
to lecture, and he said that the practices of
the poet in his private life became so
offensive to the directors of the University
that his services as lecturer, though mar-
velously valuable from & scholastic point
of view, were dispensed with, In fact, his
presence at-the University; in_a sense sec:
tarian, was remarked upon by the Japanese,
to whom his modes of life were matters of
familiar talk.

Mr. Bartlett said further that while his
own acquaintance with Sir Edwin was very
limited, his information in the more speci-
fic details of the poet’s conduct was not
gossip, but the word of responsible men
whose integrity was unquestioned and
whose testi was lusive and matter
of public record. The poetic but fictitious
praise and adulation which Arnold bestows
upon the Japanese women, whose code of
morals is anything but ironclad,have aroused
Christians in the realms of the Mikado, Mr.
Bartlett declares, to feelings of disgust,and
they are much outraged at the gloss of

genius with which Arnold has dressed the |

shockingly prevalent immorality among the
women and men of Japan. Mr. Bartlett
did not seek to give his opinions yublicly,
being drawn out by the questions of brother
clergymen. .

CANADA TO ESTABLISH RIGID
QUARANTIN i INKPLCTION,

should the Situation Become More Serious
the Advisabiiity of |Prohibiting Al
Trains from Entering Cauads from the
United States Will Bp Seriously Con
sidered—Montreal 'l‘néu Action.

OrTAWA, Sept. 15.—-'1‘11%' Cabinet to-day

decided to establish a ri guarantine in-
spection at all points on vhe international
border where trains enter from the United
States. (A large number of medical inspec-
tors will be required, as the same inspec-
tion will be carried out at all lake and ocean
ports where vessels enter | from American
ports, Should the situation become more
serious the Government will seriously con-
sider the advisabilivy of preventing trains
from entering Canada. The Cwbinet will
meet again to-morrow. [
Montrenl Takes Vigorous Action,

MONTREAL, Sept. 15.—At a meeting of
the Central Board of Health to-day it was
resolved that energetic action ould be
taken in view of the outbreak of cholera in
New York. A despatch was forwarded to
the Minister of Agricultyre stating that
the existence of cholera in New York hay-
ing been officially declared, the board was
anxious to know whether the Dominion
Government intended taking action co pro-
tect the province from| the imminent
danger in which it was pldced, by establish-
ing guarantines along the |border.

Dr. Lachapelle, president, said the board
had no doubt but that the Government
would do its duty in the | matter. It was
not faic thatthe province should be saddled
with the entire cost of establishing quaran-
tines. In case the Dominion ., Government
should not establish these| qqusntines the
Central Board will do so.| Dr. Lauchapelle
added that it was urgent that these quaran-
tines should be established on all railroads at
once,and it was well that the traveling
public should be warned of this fact,
80 as not to be exposed to inconvenience.

The board has notified all railways that
no immigrants or their baggage or effects
will be allowed to enter the province unless
they.have been submitted to quarantine.

Dr.  Lachapelle further said that the
quarantines to be established on the rail-
ways at the border would have to be main-
tained as long as danger exists. . The board,
he emphatically declared, will leave nothing
undone to protect the province.

By instructions ‘of the board, medical
health officers left in the afternoon for
Island Pond, Lacolle, Newport and St.
Armand to board all trains coming from
New York and make a thorongh inspection.

THE DISEASK IN, NEW YORK.

Mayor Grant Couusels the Pegple to Put
Trust in the Health Board.

New Yomrg, Sept. 15.—After a lengthy
conference this afternoon with  President
Wilson of the Health ‘Department and
President Porter of the Department of
Charities and Correction on the outoreak
of cholera in this city, Mayor Grant gave
out the following:

Mguon’s O¥rI0E, Sept. 15.
To the Public:

The dreaded cholera has appeared in this
city, and the Health Department has s> far
shown its ability to arrest the disease
promptlﬁ.

The Health Department and the Depart-
ment of Charities and Corrections are fully
equipped to arrest and care for every case
and stamp it out of the immediate locality
in which it is discovered,

The proclamation goes on to say that
reception hospitals, with doctors and nurses,
are all equipped and ready to receive and
isolate each case as it is discovered; that
physicians are closely watching the
thickly populated tenement dis-
tricts; that the federal and state
authorities - have established quarantine
stations for those coming from abroad;
that the Chamber of Commerce is taking
active measures to lend assistance; that no
energy or needed expenditure will be want-
ing, and that excessive fear on the part of
the public is not justified,

The mayor calls for confidence in all
these provisions to care for the public. The
record of the past in stamping out typhus
and ofher infectious dipeases, the procla-
mation reads, should justify faith in the
ability of the health department to master
the monstér cholera that has come to us
from foreign lands. Cholera, it says, is
neither .infectious nor contagious within
the common meaning of the words,nor is it,
in the langtiage of eminent authority, as
dangerpus as iﬂf:‘mses that are constantly
in our midst, The public will be intel-
ligently advised as to the progress of the
disease. '[he paper closes:

«Rest assured that all will be done by the
authorities to meet every emergency, and
with the confidence of the public and their
aid in ‘enforcing sanitary regulations the
cholera will be mastered, health restored
and peace, good order and happiness main-
tained.”

Reports from the Quarantined Ships,

The condition of affairs on the vessels in
lower quarantine is generally favorable,
but Dr. Byron reports there are four cades
of intestinal trouble on the Scandia, which
are being treated. The patients were not
removed, because their cases were so
slight.

The Pope Holds That the Old Catholic
Parcies Should Unite,

Romr, Sept. 15.—The Vatican has re-
ceived from the Nuncio at Paris the most
favorableadvices on the Catholic movement
of adhesion to the Republic. Regarding
the monarchists, the Holy See has
come to this point, that it is either resigna-
tion or their dismissal.

The Nuncio has received from Cardinal
Rampolia, rigorous instructions| regarding
the position between the Holy See and  the
Republic. This explaius the resigaation of
the Marquis of Breteuil and the political
withdrawal of several monarchists closely
related to the Comte de Paris. The Pope
bolds that the old Catholic partiesin France
ought to unite and comstitute a real religi-
ous Catholic party in tonch with democracy
both in France and abroad.

«Meantime, among the grnu that ad-
here more or less to the Papal policy we
have,” writes the Nuncio, “‘to surmount &
mass of prejudice. The republican groups
attribute to the Holy Bee an abundance of
arrieres pensees and egotistic aims.”

The Nunico hai  2en told| that the
policy o the Holy See is in har-
mony| with all the democratic policy
which distinguishes its action and that
nothing can alter or deflect that policy.
There is now in France, arising from the
new Papal policy, three distinct monarchic
groups—the constitutional, under M. Pion;
the fuction of the moderate republicans,
and the more liberal group, junder M
Etienne St. Lamy. But however these
may constitute themselves, it is certain that
all Catholic groups must now be| combined
into one, the Catholic democratic.
