3iWill England Return to Protection ?
Editor World: Your editorial under the 

heading, “Will England Return to Protec­
tion V* probably answers the question cor­
rectly. I have spent 10 years of my life in 
England and nearly 25 in the United States, 
and for many years have as a British sub­
ject taken much interest in this question 
now being forced upon the minds of every 
Briton by the necessities of the times. To 
me it is clear that Great Britain has for 
many years been legislating in the most 
effectual way possible to enrich the United 
States at the sacrifice of the interests of her 
own people. As you remark, the imposition 
of a moderate duty upon all the food pro­
ducts of the United States would not shut 
out these products. The American pro­
ducer must continue to look to Britain for 
a market for these products, and they can 
find no other for their surplus. Therefore 
it follows, that with the colonies and other 
producers competing for Britain’s demands, 
the duty would be paid by that nation 
upon whose goods the duty would be 
imposed. But supposing, for the sake of 
argument, that the British consumer did 
pay slightly higher prices, the British 

would be the gainer, and it could 
in other ways make use of this to assist the

the United States, and the effect upon the 
United States would be to make every ag­
riculturist, every miller and every pro­
vision curer an advocate for a reduction in 
United States tariffs and the «Instruction of 
McKinleyism.
