THE REAL LESSON CONCEALED.

The (lobe yesterday invited its {riends
to visit The Globe office and inspeet its
type-settiug machines and other mechan-
ical appliances. The visitors who avail-
ed themselves of this kind invitation saw
a very beautiful and delicate piece of
meehanism in the machines that now take
the place of the old-time compositors in

ception. But there is one thing about
these machines that we feel certain The
Globe did not-point out to its-friends. Tt
did not tell them, for instance, that these
‘machines were made in Canada, and that
it was solely through the National
Policy that this was possible. The ma-
chines are not only mauufactured in Can-
ada, but they are madé as well mechani-
cally as they are in the United States,
and the Canpadian publisher is charged
not a cent more for his machine than the
American publisher has to pay for his.
The far-seeing visitor will observe that
this is the most beautiful feature about
the machine, but it is the one that The
Globe will most assuredly conceal. If
we had a free trade duty on type-setting
machines they would all be imported from
the - United States. On each three thou-
sand dollar machine, at the moderate
rate of ten per cent. duty, The Globe
would be taxed three hundred dol-
lars. But with & thirty-five per cent.
tariff The Globe is taxed not a cent for
its machines. These machines arc well

.| worthy of a visit: They ocularly demon-

strate the bemefit that the National
Policy has been to Canada. They show
that the Canadian manufacturer has, by
reason of the N.P., acquived a skill that
enables him to build as good machinery
as is made in the United States, and as
cheaply, too.

FARMER, WHEAT, TRANSPORTATION
AND CANAL.

Statistics recently collected by Senator
Reffer of the United States inferentially
o to show that the price of wheat will
‘mever azain reach the dollar mark, ex-
cept under extraordinary conditions. In
Dakota, where the best machinery is
used ‘and larze areas are worked, wheat
costs 35 cents per bushel to raise. In
California, under the most favorable con-
ditions, it can be produced for 22 centa.
In India the extremely low wagzes paid
for labor reduce. the cost to 13 cents,
while official advices from the Argzentine
show that wheat can be grown there for
about the same price. Consequently with
the difference in silver prices the latter
two countries are able to profitably lay
down wheat in Liverpool for 50 cents,
and for that reason supply such a larze
proportion of the European demand.
Farm machinery is gZetting not only
cheaper every year in this country, but
it is becominz more economical of labor.
The Canadian and American wheat grow-
er will have to depend on economy- of
production more than on increased prices
for his profit from wheat. Sir William'
Van Horne's prophecy of two dollar
wheat' js & myth pure and simple. We
shall never see it. Besides economy in
production, the farmer will have to avail
himself of the cheapest methods of trans-
portation to the markets of the world.
The perfecting of our canal system af-
fects the welfare of every, farmer in the

Dominion.

A BOGEY MAN.

The participation bf the United States
in the proposed canal improvements has
been raised as a serious objection to the
project. tI js urged that the joint con-
trol of ghe canal might result in inter-
pational friction 1and prove a serious
matter for both countries, It is also
said the Finited States would never con-
sent to %he expenditure of a large sum
of money 4n a foreign ecountry, If it
proved that he deep waterway is to be
a genuine benefit to the people of both
Canada and Ahe United States the pro-
ject can De set going in many different
ways without . wounding the patriotic
sentiments of Xhe people of either coun-
try. For dnstance, the work could be
carried out by a private company,
which, in Tonsideration of advancing the
necessary capital, sight be empowered
to collect tolls in the same way as is
done in phe Suez Canal—By a convention
of the powers the Suez Canal is exempted
from blockade, &nd the vessels of all na-
tions, whether armed or, not, are allowed
to pass fhrough it in peace or war. In
18756 England acquired shares to the
amount of £4,000,000;,- The company was
organized under the laws of France, and
the annual neetings are held in Paris.
In 1892 a dividend of 105 francs per
share was declared, and on account of
the increasing  business the tolls
were reduced by 50 cents per ton. Here
then is a jprecedent for most of the objec-
tions that are likely to be raised to the
pﬁ"oject on account of its international
character. One way by which the scheme
could be launched with celerity and de-
spatch would be for the Governments of
the United States and Canada to guaran-
tee a certain dividend o nso much stock
if subseribed for by citizens of these re-
spective countries.

The easiest way to put the project into
execution is to consider it 'as a commer-
cial venture, launched on a commercial
basis, and paying dividends the same as
any other company. Capitalists would
invest their money subject to whatever
risks the scheme might have. But these
risks could be reduced to a minimum by
the Government guarantee above suggest-
ed. In thie way there ought to be no
miore difficulty in getting the capital for
this scheme than there was in securing
the capital for building.the Suez Canal.
It would, in fact, be very little diifer-
ent to the taking capital in the C.P.R.
as many English and American investors
bave done. The nearver the project comes
to a purely cominereial venture,the easier

1,it be to earry It out.
while the people of the United
tates might have some reason for object-
ing to putting money into a capal in Can-
ada, it is utterly foolish for Canadians
to object to American capital coming
into their country forsuch a purpose. We

have American eapital in the C.P.R. aand
