Miss Parloa on Canning Fruit.

Miss Parloa, in her talk on preserving 
fruits, before the Massachusetts Horticul­
tural Society in Boston, last winter, said: 
There are few kinds of fruit that are not 
improved by some sugar, because it fixes 
the color and flavor and gives much finer 
results. Some kinds of fruit require but 
little sugar for this purpose, while others 
are poor indeed without a generous amount. 
One has only to contrast the flavor and 
quality of the canned peaches that are put 
up with and without sugar to realize the 
great superiority of those with which sac­
charine matter has been used. Where fruits 
are too dry to give out enough juice to gen­
erously cover them, a light syrup should 
be used. But in the juicy fruits, avoid 
water, if possible. A good rule in the case 
of small berries is to allow one-third of a 
pound of sugar to each pound of fruit.

For fruit like peaches, pears, plums, etc., 
make a light syrup. Quinces must first be 
cooked in clear water until tender.

In paring fruit use silver-plated knives, 
and drop each piece as soon as pared into 
a bowl of cold water, which has been made 
acid by the addition of lemon juice. This 
prevents the fruits from turning dark. 
Use earthen bowls and wooden or silver- 
plated spoons. Avoid any delay while 
doing this work.

To pare peaches and plums put a little 
of the fruit into a wire basket and plunge 
it into boiling water for three mnuites. 
Take the basket from the boiling water and 
plunge it into cold water for a few seconds; 
then turn its contents into an earthen dish 
and pare with a silver knife. Save all the 
juice that falls into this bowl. When the 
work is. properly done, the skin will peel 
off perfectly smooth.

To fill the jars, have on the stove two 
pans partially tilled with water. Let the 
water in one be boiling, but in the other 
not so hot that the hand cannot be held in 
itlwith comfort. Put a few jars and covers 
in the cooler water, turning them now and 
then until all parts become warm; then 
put them in the boiling water. This does 
away with all danger of breaking. When 
the jars have been heated in boiling water, 
drain, fill and seal them, one at a time.

In filling the jars be sure that they stand 
level, that the syrup has filled all the inter­
stices between the fruit, and that it also 
runs over the top of the jars. Even with 
this overflowing of the syrup it will be 
found that after cooling the can is not quite 
full, but if the work has been properly 
done, the fruit will keep all right.

Fashion Notes.

The waist was plain 
and tight-iitting, pointed, front and back, 
with plain sleeves, enlarging gently toward 
the top. The large Hack gauze hat had a 
wreath of green leaves. The crown was 
low and the brim wide, drooping in the 
back over a heavy braid of fair hair thrust 
through with an emerald-headed pin.

How to Sew Furs.

lu case any lady wants to make over a 
fur garment, she cap do so by following 
these directions: Whenever she wants to 
cut her fur she mu.-t mark it on the skin 
side with chalk and cut it with a sharp 
knife, not letting it cut quite through first, 
and then pull the piece apart, finishing the 
cut very delicately, so as. not to spoil the 
fur. On no account must scissors be used, 
as they will cut tiic fur on the outsice in 
spite of the utmost precaution. When it 
is all cut the edges to be sewn are brought 
together and moistened, and sewn over­
hand with waxed cotton thread. Silk cuts 
the skin. When t he seam is sewed it should 
be laid fur side down on a board and the 
seam again moistened, and pressed flat by 
rubbing it with a shell, or some other 
smooth surfaced article. Doue this way, 
no seam is visible on the outside, and the 
garment looks as well as if done by profes­
sional sewers. All kinds of fur are sewn 
in the same way.

—Golden husk, or small, yellew toma­
toes, make a very rich preserve. They 
will easily take the place of the Scotch 
marmalades at the breakfast table, as they 
may lie flavored with either orange or 
lemon, while still keeping their own quali­
ties. Make a syrup by dissolving, in a 
half-pint of water, one-half pound of sugar 
for each pound of fruit. Cook the toma­
toes until tender, remove with a draining 
spoon, boil the syrup half an hour longer 
and pour over the fruit. You can either 
put fresh lemon or orange peel, cut in 
square dice, among the tomatoes while 
cooking, or rub the rinds of the fruit with 
the lumps of sugar until you get all the 
coloring off down to the white rind.

APPROACH OF THE l’LANKT MARS TO ITS 
NEAREST POINT TO TI1E EARTH.

Telescopes in alt parts of the civilized 
world have of late been aimed at our sister 
planet Mars, in view of the occurrence of 
an event of the utmost importance to as­
tronomers—the opposition of Mars with 
the sun, and the time when the planet is 
nearer to the earth than it has been before 
since 1877. The exact time of the nearest 
approach was 1.21 o’clock, Tuesday tnorn- 

_ iug, August 4th.
This event is called an option of Mars 

because that planet^ traveling around ti e 
aim in a more remote orbit than that of the 
earth, was at lhe time mentioned, into such 
a position that, as seen from the earth, it 
was at a point in the sky exactly opposite 
the sun.

Up to tiftct|j£X-ars ago it had been gen­
erally conceived that Mars was without 
moons, though in. Egypt and other eastern 
countries tradition showed that even in 
early times the people believed that there 
were two small satellites attending the 
planet.

It was upon August 11th, 1877, that 
Prof Hall at the Washington Observatory 
turned the great telescope upon the planet 
and observed for the first time one little 
satellite attending it. Four nights after­
wards he discovered another. One of these 
moons is about eight miles in diameter and 
the other but twenty. They revolve at a 
distance from the main planet of about 
4,000 and 12,000 miles respectively.

The importance of this event may be 
realized when it is stated that as a result 
Prof. Hall received the gold medal awarded 
to the greatest astronomical discovery of 
the century. The Washington telescope, 
moreover, acquired a reputation as an in­
strument of the first rank.

The finding of these two moons of Mars 
was made possible by the mechanical im­
provements which had been made in the 
intervening years since Mars had so closely 
approached the earth. These improve­
ments had rendered the making of a 2ti 
inch lens possible, with the necessary ma 
chinery to hold and move it. W hen the 
glass was finished it excited world-wide 
discussion and was supposed to mark the 
utmost limit which the telescope-maker 
could attain. Since that time, however, 
the Lick telescope has been made with a 
glass nearly one-third as large again. The 
object lens of the Lick is ."Hi inches in dia­
meter, by far the largest glass of the kind 
ever made, and has a magnifying power 
much greater than that of the XVashingt 
instrument.

At the same time that Prof. Hall was 
discovering the two little moons which 
swing about the planet Mars, Schiaparelli, 
in Europe, was observing and mapping its 
surface.

Although every astronomer armed wjth 
a great telescope who has looked for these 
socallcd canals has not succeeded in seeing 
all of them, yet enough has been observed 
with the great Lick telescope, and with 
other powerful instruments, fully to con­
firm the Italian astronomer’s discovery that 
Mars really possesses a network of straight 
lines covering its whole surface hetwc n the 
polar circles, and which are apparently 
watercourses. The name canals was pro­
bably attached to them chiefly on account 
of their straightness, and the idea that thiy 

are actual artificial canals has probably 
never been entertained by an astronomer. 
The great magnitude alone scctns sufficient 
to dispel it. They are hundreds, and some­
times thousands of miles in length, and 
their average width is not less than seventy- 
five to a hundred miles.

It is admitted by all astronomers that 
the phj'sical conditions of the planet as 
they have become known through the new 
and improved telescopes of the past twenty 
years more closely resemble those of the 
earth than any of the other heavenly bodies. 
Indeed, there is hardly another planet even 
remotely resembling the earth in regard 
to the heat and atmospheric conditions here 
prevailing. Mars has not only a well-re­
cognized atmosphere of its own, but four 
seasons of the year which follow each other 
as those of the earth, a degree of warmth 
closely approximating what is known here, 
a day of a little over twenty-four hours, 
north and south poles with ice and snow 
and every natural condition apparantly 
which should conduce to the existence of 
animal life

It will lie fifteen years before Mars will 
be as near to us as at present. The obser­
vations made of this visit will be watched 
with the greatest interest, and it is confi­
dently believed that much more startling 
revelations regarding our nearest heavenly 
neighbor will be made than ever before.

Tobacco Dust for Cucumber Bugs.

The best preventive of the cucumber bug 
is to begin sprinkling the plants with to­
bacco dust from the time the seed is up 
until blossoms appear. It is easier to pre­
vent the bug than it is to destroy it. To­
bacco throws the enemy off the scent and 
prevents eggs being laid. When plants 
and the soil around them are saturated with 
the odor of tobacco, the enemy does not 
recognize the vines as his natural home.
