postponed. A postpqued - coronation
1s not of Itselfi a matter for general
lament. Man only proposes even in
the throne room of the greatest na-
tion on edrth. The accident that up-
sets the plan of the meanest subject,
and the illness of the King, are but
the direction of a stronger hand. The
illness of a King on his coronation
day is not a calamity and if his res
toration to health is permitted, the
rejoicing of the people will be accen
tuated when the event transpires. Oif
& personal and inherited popularity,
a broad minded, thorough statesman
and diplomatist, Edward VII embodies
the perfection of the ideal monarch,
and his people are waiting for liberty
to sanction and celebrate his corona-
tion with an enthusiasin of which the
history of the nation will not furnish
a parallel. The British people are
strangely content with their govern-
ment and the growth of the repub-
lican idea, that in its proper express-
ion constitutes the 4rue measure of
public liberty, seems to have received
no encouragement in tThat land of
Kings. A republic in which the peo-
ple‘ do not rule, and a monarchy in
which the people do rule are rather
anomalous conditions of statehood,
and yet they exist and of the latter
Great Britain furnishes the most prom-
inent example. Though the laws are
written over the sign manual of a
King, thl_e tracings uf‘u tyrant never
appear, for royalty is hedged about
with limitations of the people’s mak-
ing. The King is but the representa-
tive man of the nation, a mouth-piece
wholly. free from party taint, simpli-
fying the guestion of government and
restraining the corryption that seems
in :sngch disgraceful evidence wherever
political party influences seck the ad-
vantage of an elective head. English-
men have no fault to find with the
]avY of inheritance as applied to the
royal family and there is a greater
measure of common sensg mingled
with their sentiment in the somewhat
'falfclcul ¢oronatien ceremonies than
may be oenerally admiited. They will
.probehly. always be satisfied with a
King so long as their kingdom is gov-
.erned in the interests of the people
to the complete elimination of the
class rule that has such an evil ef-
fect under republican forms of govern-
ment. The people are praying for the
recovery of the King everywhere in
the Empire and wherever the English
: A 3
language is spoken. There is strong
hope for his recovery and in the
‘event of his restoration to health it
is unlikely that the coronation cere-
monies wilt be delayed longer than is
pbsolutely necessary.
