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climbed its hills, trod its valleys, agonized in the Garden of Geth-
semane, and died on Calvary.

likely formed the pier of Solomon’s harbour. We had a delight-
ful morning for landing. Except in the calmest weather the surf
breaks with tremendous violence over the long and rugged line
of rocks; but for us the sea was quiet and placid, as a molten .
mirror, and amid the usual clamour and bustle and gesticulation
