‘The result of the bishop's recommendation will
be seen in an extiet from the veport of the sihse-
nuent: proceedings of the synod.

“Ihe disadvantage ot which the clergy of the
diocese of Algomn are placed beenuse that diocese
hus no widows' und orplans’ fund, came up for
considertion, 1L was decided that during the next
vight vears all elergymen of the dincese wh.n may
temove-to the djeese of Algomn nay N-ccn\'et'lw
henefit of the Ningar diocesan fund, on complying
with the sume terms as the elergy of the Niagara
diocese.  Eight years was named heeause 1L was
expected that at the end of that time the Al;?vomn
diocese will have been provided with a widows’ amd
orphans’ fund.” .

This is all that we asked—more than this we
could not have expected.  Niagara, under the lead-
ership of her second bishop, has been the first to
recognise the claims of justice in behalf of her less
favored sister of Algoma, by refusing to punish any
of Tier elergy, whomay be self-sacrificing enongh to
cast i their lot with us, with forfeiture of rights
which would have been theirs had they still con-
timted in her service, Al honor to the diocese
which in its legislative council gives such practieal
iMustiation of the sacredness of the golden rule.

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MISSIONARY GENCE.
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NEEPIGON MISSION.

RHE friends of missionary work, both in

Algoma and elsewhere, are-sometimes

impatient. because its visible -results are

not always in proportion to the time and

money and energy expended on it. The following

extract from a letter lately received from the Rev.

R. Reunison, onr indefatizable missionary at Neawe-

nenang, on Lake Neepigon, will serve to-illustrate

the difticulties and discomagements conngeted with

even themost faithful efforts to bring the Tight of

the gospel of Christ to them that we “sitting in

darkness and theXshadow of death,” while they will

also show that these efforts are not always in vain,

Reporting as to the history of his winters work
Al Renison says:

“The long and dreary winter is past, the ice has
all drifted away, the Iakes and rivers ave navigable
and myself, wife and children are once more safely
landed at  Neepigon. We had rather*a pleasant
time coming down, us the weather was remarkably
ine. Weleft Negwenenang on the 25th- and ar-
rived here on the 29th. We are all, thank God,
enjoying pretty good health, Mrs. Renison and the
children in particular, N

The work at Negwenenang through the past
winter, on the whole, has not been very encourag-
ing. The Indians wandered more than they have
done since 1 first came among them, and 1 found it
ditlicult to secure a regular congregation on Sun-
days. Of course we cannot blame them for hunting,
though it leaves the inissionary very little to do,
when they sometimes stop away three and four
months ata time. M., and his whole family, eleven.
in number, were absent from the nission from
October till the end of April, and then what a piti-
ful sight when he did return: Me brought in his
arms a dead baby! It was about four months old,
born away back in the wild bush, and there,
through, his own negligence, died withgut being
baptised. This i:as been all very painful to me
Lt what can we do with them if they wont. settle
