Bibles for the use of Reman Catholic Soldiers.

Memorandum, April 11, 1846.

In reference to the directions countained in page
219 of the Queen’s Regulations and Orders for the
Army, the Commander-in-Chief is pleased to direct
that commanding officers of regiments and depots
shall transinit, on the Ist of January in each year,
under cover to the adjutant-general, for the infor-
mation and guidance of the-principal chaplain to
the forces, a return, showing the numbers of Bitles
(of the Douay edition) required for the use of the
Roman Catholic soldiers m each regiment and
depot, according to the form annexed.*

This return is required to be furnished, in addi-
tiont to the usual return of the number of Bibles and
Testaments, Books of Common Prayer, &ec., in
possession of each regiment and depot, as prescribed
in the regulations of the army above alluded te.
