HOMESTEAD REGULWTIONS.
ANY even nambered section of Domulo
Lands in Manitoba, Saskatchewan and
Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, not reseved,’
may be homesteaded by any person wha
is the s0le head of a family,or any male ove-
18 years of are,to the extent of one-quar
ter section of 160 acres, more or less. .. ..
Appiication for entry must be made by
person by the applicant at a Dominion
Lauds agency or Sub-agency for the district
in which the land is situate. Enuvy by
proxy may, however,be made at an Agency
on certain conditions by the father, mother
son, daughter brother or sister of an in- .
tending homesteader
The homesteader isrequired to perform.
the homestead duties under oune of the
following plans: ;

(1) At lvastsix months’ residence upon andL,
cultivation of the land n each year for thres
years :

(2) A hiomesteader may, if he so desires,
perform the required residence duties by
living or tarming land owned solely by him .
not less than eighty (80) acres in extent, in
the vicinity of his homestead. Joint own
ership in land will not meet this require-
ment

(8) 1f the father {orinother, if the father i
daceased) of & homesteader has permanent
residence onfarming land owned solely by
nim, not less than eighty (80) acres in ex
tens, in the vicinity of the homestead,
-apon 8 homestead eniéred for by him in the
vicinity, such homesteader may perform his
own residence duties by living with the’
father (or motker). L

(4) The term “vioinity " in.the two pre-’
ceding paragraphs is defined .as meaning .
not more than nine wiles in a direct lins,
exciusive of the width-ot road-allowances
crossed in the measurement.

{6) A homesteader intending to perform
his remdence dulies in accor@ance with the
above whila living with parents oron farm-
ing land owned by himiself, must notity
Agent for the district of such intention.

Bix months' notice in writing must be
givea to the Commissioner of Dominion
Lands, at Ottawa, of intention to apply fo
patent, T e e .
