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ARTICLE 13

Any dispute between the Organization and the Government of

Canada concerning the interpretation or application of this

Agreemnent or any supplementary agreement, which is flot settled by

negotiation or other agreed mode of settiement, shall be referred

to a tribunal of three arbitrators for final decision. One

arbitrator shaîl be designated by the Chairman of the Governing

Council of the Organization, and another by the Secretary of

State for External Affairs of Canada. The two arbitrators shal

appoint a third arbitrator.

ARTICLE 14

1. This Agreement will enter into force on the date of its

signature.

2. This Agreement may be revised at the request of either

Party. To do so, the two Parties shahl consult on the

modifications in question. In the event that their

negotiations should fail to produce an agreemuent within the

period of one year, this Agreemfent may be renounced by

either Party, upon giving notice of twio years.
