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ARTICLE VI

Eac.h of the Parties to the Treaty undertakes to'pursue negotiations in
good faith on effective measures reiating to cessation of the nuclear arms race
at an early date and to nuclear disarmaxnent, and on a treaty on generai and
,compiete disarmament under strict and effective international. control.

ARTICLE VII

Nothing in this Treaty affects the ri.ght of any group of States to 'conclude
regional1 treaties in order to. assure the total absence of nuclear weapons in
their respective territories.

ARTICLE VIII

1. Any Party to the Treaty may propose amendments to this Treaty. The
text of any proposed amendment shail be subrnitted to the Depos.itary Govern-
ments which shall circulate it Vo ail Parties to the Treaty. Thereupon, if re-
quested to do so by one-third or more of the Parties to the Treaty, the Deposit-
ary Governments shail convene a conference, to which they shall invite ail the
Parties to the Treaty, to consider such' an amendment.

2. Any amendment to this Treaty must be approved by a majority of the
votes o! ail the Parties to the Treaty, including the votes o! ail nuclear-weapon
States Party to the Treaty and ail other Parties which, on the date the amend-
ment is clrculated, are members of the Board of Governors of the International
Atomic Energy Agency. The amendment shail enter into force for each Party
that deposits its instrument o! ratification of the amendment upon the deposit
of such instruments of ratification by a majority o! ail the Parties, inciuding
the instruments o! ratification of ail nuclear-weapon States Party to the Treaty
and ail other Parties which, on the date the amendment is circulateti, are
rnembers of the Board of Governors o! the International Atomic Energy
Agency. Thereafter, it shalh enter into force for any other Party upon the
deposit of its instrument of ratification of the amentiment.

3 . Five years after the entry into force of this Treaty, a conference o!
Parties to the Treaty shall be held in Geneva, Switzeriand, in order to review
the operation of this Treaty with a view Vo assuring that the purposes of the
Preamble and the provisions o! the Treaty are being realized. At intervais of
five years thereafter, a majority of the Parties to the Treaty may obtain, by
submitting a proposai to this effect to the Depositary Governments, the con-
vening o! further conferences with the same objective o! reviewing the opera-
tion of the Treaty.

ARTICLE IX

i. This Treaty shall be open to- ail States for signature. Any State whieh
does not sign the Treaty before its entry into force in accordance with paragraph
3 o! this article may accede to it at any time.

2. This Treaty shall be subjeet to ratification by signatory States, Istru-
ments o! ratification and instruments of accession shall be deposited with the
Governments o! the Unitedi States of Ameriea, the United Xlngdom of Great
Britain andi Northern Ireland and the Union o! Soviet Socilist Rep1blilcs
whteh are hereby designateti the Depositary Governments.
