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record. I do not wish to press the mnatter
at this stage, but I amn going to asic the
minister te take into his favouraýble censidera-
tien the introduction of an amendment te

meet certain oi the owbjections thatwere raised
this year.

Mr. ADSHEAD: Dees the hon. member

suggest that if a man had a criminel record
he would not give him a second chance'

Mr. GARLAND (Bow River): Ne, I would
net go that far.

Mr. BINFRET: I prernise rny hon, friand

the vcry hast censideration oi his amendment.

Mr. STEWART (Laeds): I would caîl the

attention oi the governent te tha very severe
indictrnent, of soe ni the clepartrnents as
found in the unalimeus report ni the tbree
civil service commissioners. I had proposed
te deal with this at soe lengt-h, but I sshall
reserve the right te take it up next session.
I hope that amending legislation will ha

hrought deýwn, and that in the meantirne uon-

dit-ions will ha vary muchi irnproved.

Sir GEORGE PERLEY: It w'as brougbht
eut plainly in the bouse this session that when
ratures frorn tha Civil Service Commission
are ordered by the bouse the officers oi the
commission decide what papers shahl ba sent
dowvn te the Bouse of Ceronons. My ewn
feeling' is that that is entiraly improper. I

do îîot propose te diseuss it here, but next
session 1 arn hopinýg that the niatter will be

hroiught up se that we may ha sure that when
the Bouse of Commons passes an order fer

the raturfi of certain papaîs from the Civil
Service Commission, thosa papers will ha
hrought dewn.

Mr. GARLAND (Bew River) : I wish very

strongly te support the position taken by the
hon. meinher for Arganteuil and te point eut
specifically that in the returns rnade hy the
Civil Service Commiss.ion this year with

iesp"ýct te the Post Office Dcparrrnent there
was held back frorn the file in alrnest every
case the ierm which I hold in rny hand, and
which is essantial te a fuil and proper under-
standing- oi the cases. This iorm is C.S.C. 240
-Application fer the position of postrnaster.
Frorn most of the filas that ivas withhl-.d.
The other form wbich should ha included is
C.S.C. 71-t-he report on applicants f'or a

1 iostrnastership. Without these two ferms a

cîcar understanding of the casa is obvieusly
impossible, and I thin-k provision should ha
rnade that in the future, irrespective of what
rnay ha the opinion oi one or rwe commis-
sioners, thase public documents should ha at-
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t.ached. I understand that in this particular
case the chairmýan of the commission was quite
willing and ui-ged that the document., in ques-
tion ýbe included in every file, but the other
t'wo commissioners re'fused to approve the
sugg-estion. That shouid flot be the case.

Mr. RINFRET: I wilI take the matter up
wjthi the Civil Service Commission.

Item agreed to.

Mr. ADSHEAD: What is the meaning of
the phi-use "officiai public business"? Does

that mean public business in connection with
their work in the B.ouse of Commons, or
public business that they may have in the
cities where they reside?

Mr. ROBB: It is a phrase th.at has been

uiscd for many years in the estimates. Gen-
erally spcaking, it applies to mainisters who

ma ' v b(, aibsent from the country on public
duty. The rnihters in the administration of

their departrnents may be absent from Ottawa.

Mr. GARLAND (Bow River): Does it in-

clude sucha public business as attending elcc-
tions in other parts of Canada?

Mr. iROBB: So far as this governiment, is
concerncd that is not the case.

Mr. ADSHEAD: A number ni members,
1 do nlot wish to, mention any specificaily,
absent themseives from this bouse on the
plea, I suppose, that they have personal busi-
ness at home. That is what I was told by one
member. Be said hae had paired witb another
member. I said, "Well, you are going- to sup-

port biindly wha.t your party proposes, and
the other member will oppose blindly, for

that is the effect of your pair." They draw
their full indemnity.

Mi. ROBB: They do not corne under
this.

Mr. GARDINER: Are there many cases
where mambers of the Bouse ni Commons
and the Senate do not draw the full indem-
nîty?

Mr. ROBB: I must refer my hon. friend
to the Auditor General's report.

Mr. MANION: Thexr ail take theoeatb.
