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2. The service between Midland and Wah 
Wah Taysee is performed daily, except Sun­
day, from July 1 to Labour day. The service 
between Parry Sound and Sans Souci is tri­
weekly in May, daily except Sunday from 
June 1 to September 14, and tri-weekly from 
September 15 to November 15.

3. The service between Midland and Wah 
Wah Taysee is performed at the rate of $35 
per trip or approximately $2,000 per season. 
The service between Parry Sound and Sans 
Souci is performed at the rate of $945 per 
season.

4. The frequency of the service between 
Parry Sound and Sans Souci is increased from 
tri-weekly to daily except Sunday during the 
period June 1 to September 14.
