LABOUR CONDITIONS

UNEMPLOYMENT INCREASE—REQUEST FOR
UNANIMOUS CONSENT TO MOVE MOTION
UNDER S.0. 43

Hon. George Hees (Prince Edward-Has-
tings): Mr. Speaker, I seek the unanimous
consent of the House to move a motion un-
der Standing Order 43. I base my reason for
obtaining an unanimous consent on the fact
that during February unemployment in Can-
ada increased from 6.1 per cent to 6.5 per
cent of the work force, the culmination of a
steady rise during the past several months.

What is particularly alarming is the govern-
ment’s refusal to take positive action to in-
crease employment, and specifically to take
steps which would enable:

1. A greatly expanded drive to increase
exports, and thus create more jobs.

2. The introduction of tax incentives to in-
crease productivity so that our products will
be more competitive, sell more readily, and
create more jobs.

3. The Bank of Canada to give the lead in
lowering interest rates, so that lower costs
will lower prices, increase sales, and increase
jobs.
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I therefore ask leave to move the following
motion under Standing Order 43:

That this House, comprising the elected repre-
sentatives of all the people of Canada, consider and
recommend a more effective method of increasing
exports, productivity and sales, and thereby in-
crease employment in this country.

I might add that since a number of impor-
tant questions are involved in the motion
which is to be considered by the House today,
in the event of my being given unanimous
consent to put forward this motion Your
Honour might consider having it debated
tomorrow, because the motion is of such
importance that it deserves a full day to
itself.

Mr. Speaker: Hon. members know, of
course, that the motion proposed by the hon.
member for Prince Edward-Hastings cannot
be put to the House at this time unless there
is unanimous consent. I must inquire whether
there is such unanimous consent.

Some hon. Members: Agreed.
Some hon. Members: No.

Mr. Speaker: Some hon. members agree but
others express disagreement, and because of
this the motion cannot be put.
