BRU CELLOSIS-RECOMMENDATIONS FOR CONTROL AND
COMPENSATION GOVERNMENT POSITION

Mr. Elias Nesdoly (Meadow Lake): Mr. Speaker, I wish
to direct a question to the Minister of Agriculture. In Iight
of the meeting held in Debden, Saskatchewan, on June 21
between federal goverfiment veterinarians and farmers
whose herds are affected by brucellosis or Bang's disease,
when a comprebensive brief was presented to the goverfi-
ment rcgarding measures wbicb could be used to bring the
disease under control, and suggestions for adequate com-
pensation, has the minister studied this brief and has a
decision been made to implement some or ail of the
recommendations?

Hon. E. F. Whelan (Minister of Agriculture): Mr.
Speaker, I do flot agree with everything that the hon.
member has said, which of course would be quite natural.

An hon. Memnber: What is brucellosis?

Mr. Whelan: Some hon. member asks what is brucello-
sis. It is a disease that has the same effect as an abortion.

Mr. Hees: Explain, Gene.

Mr. Whelan: It is contagious abortion. I just want to say
that we have studied the brief, and we have the utmost
confidence in the Healtb of Animais Branch of the
Canadian Department of Agriculture wbich has one of the
best records of ail healtb of animaIs branches in the world.
We are studying what additionai compensation sbould be
paid to the farmers, and the report will be made soon.

Mr. Nesdoly: As a supplementary question, in ligbt of
the fact that, despite the wonderful record of the Health of
Animals Branch, several more infected herds were discov-
ered in the last few weeks and brucellosis is reacbing
epideie proportions, wben can we expect the minister to
make the necessary decisions, whicb will be humanitarian
in their approach, rather than trying to bold a club over
the f armers' heads?
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
