al does not see fit to declare the causes
of his summoning the present Parliament
of Canada until a Speaker of the House
of Commons shall have been chosen,
according to law; but this afternoon, at
the hour of three o'clock, His Excellency
will declare the causes of his calling
Parliament.

The House of Commons withdrew.

The Honourable the Deputy of the Gover-
nor General was pleased to retire.

The sitting of the Senate was resumed.
