That the subject of enquiring into the cost of publishing the Debates of the Senate
be referred to the Selest Committee appointed to examine and report upon the Contingent
Accounts of this House for the present Session, with instructions to report thereon.

That an humble Address be presented to His Excellency the Governor General
respectfully requesting that His Excellency will be pleased to communicate to the Senate
any Royal Instructions which he may have received respecting the passing of Rills by
Parliament. ;

The question of concurrence being put thercon the same was resolved in the affirma-
tive, and it was ;

Ordered, That such Members of the Privy Council as are Members of this House
do wait on His Excellency the Governor General, with the said Address.
